CITY OF PATASKALA

COUNCIL MEETING
January 19, 2010

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in regular session on January 19, 2010 at 7:00 PM at City Hall,
located at 621 W, Broad Street. The pledge of allegiance was given. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo,
McKinstry, Raybourne, and Sagar-present. Triplett was absent. Mayor Stephen J. Butcher presiding and
Rufus B. Hurst, Law Director was present.

Citizens Comments:

Dr. Coe of Central Ohio Technical College addressed Council regarding the long range plans for the
Pataskala Campus.

Kyle Compton — Curry addressed Council regarding the need for funding for 20 MPR School Flashing
Lights for the Summit Road area.

Jim Helfrich, Jack Jacox, Dave Hughes, Mike Fox, and Scott Starzyk provided public comments and
these comments are available by audio recording through the Office of the Clerk of Council.

Approval of Minutes:

McKinstry made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 7, 2009 Council Study
Session. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Brush-yes, King-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes,
Raybourne-abstained, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 7, 2009 Council Meeting.
Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call King-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Raybourne-abstained,
Sagar-yes, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Raybourne made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 14, 2009 Council Meeting.
Seconded by McKinstry., Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, Brush, and King-yes.
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

McKinstry made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 4, 2010 Organizational
Meeting. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: McKinstry-yes, Raybourne-abstained, Sagar-yes,
Brush-yes, King-abstained, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Raybourne made a motion to approve the minutes from the January 9, 2010 Organizational
Meeting. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Raybourne-yes, Sagar-yes, Brush-yes, King-
abstained, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.



Unfinished Business:

McKinstry made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2009-3953. Seconded by Raybourne.
The Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2009-3953 Second Reading An ordinance to accept the City of
Pataskala 2010 Pay Matrix effective the first payroll date beginning January 2010
for non-collective bargaining employees.

Reports:

Mayor Butcher explained the options regarding the meeting schedule for regularly scheduled
April 19" meeting and the special meeting anhclpated for April the 20" with the Licking Heights
Board of Education.

Brush suggested that the meetings take place here since the last joint meeting was at Licking
Heights.

Sagar explained that Tuesday is Licking Heights regular meeting night.

Tim Boland, City Administrator provided an update on the water break that took place this
passed weekend and on the progress of the Utility Study.

Raybourne suggested the use of the Web Site to send out e-mails in these types of situations.
Brush inquired about the 310 connection and if that might have assisted the city in this situation.
Mr. Boland indicated that it might have.

Mayor Butcher noted the service contract for Beechwood Trails was coming up for renewal in
the near future.

Mr. Boland continued with his review of the legislation before Council this evening.

Raybourne expressed his concerns regarding the perception of the Trails Project when the City is
seeking funding.

Lenzo expressed his concerns regarding adding an amenity to maintain.
Sagar suggested providing more information on the grants the City has received.
Jason Car, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council.

Brush asked for information pertaining to the actual savings for implementing the mandatory
direct deposit policy.

New Business:

Raybourne made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3955. Seconded by
McKinstry. The Clerk read the following:



ORDINANCE 2010-3955 First Reading An ordinance amending Ordinance No. 2009-
3941 passed November 16, 2009, which authorized the issuance of not to exceed
$3,210,000 of bonds for the purpose of paying part of the costs of acquiring and
constructing improvements to the sanitary sewer system, to increase the maximum
principal amount of such bonds to $4,000,000, and matters related thereto.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3956. Seconded by King. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3956 First Reading An ordinance authorizing the administrator to review
and execute any and all agreements related to the main street sidewalk reconstruction project
(ARRA PID# 86476), and declaring an emergency.

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3956 on
three separate dates as provided for in section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of
Pataskala, and declare an emergency for the reasons contained in the legislation.
Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, and
Brush-ves. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3956. Seconded by King. Roll
Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, Brush, and King-yes. Mayor
Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3957. Seconded by
McKinstry. The Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3957 First Reading An ordinance authorizing the Administrator to review
and execute any and all agreements related to the McIntosh Road Bridge Replacement Project.

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3957 on
three separate dates as provided for in section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of
Pataskala, and declare an emergency for the reasons contained in the legislation.
Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar,
Brush, and King-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3957. Seconded by McKinstry.
Roll Call: Sagar, Brush, King, Lenzo, and McKinstry, Raybourne-yes. Mayor
Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3958. Seconded by
Raybourne. The Clerk read the following:



ORDINANCE 2010-3958 First Reading An ordinance designating the City of
Pataskala, Ohio Recovery Zone for purposes of sections 1400U-1, 1400U-2 and
1400U-3 of the Internal Revenue Code of 1986, as amended, and declaring an
emergency.

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3958 on
three separate dates as provided for in section4.04 of the Charter of the City of
Pataskala, and declare an emergency for the reasons contained in the legislation.
Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne,
and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3958. Seconded by Raybourne.
Roll Call: King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, and Brush-yes. Mayor
Butcher declared the motion passed.

Raybourne made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3959.
Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding the deadline for submitting to the
Board of Election and the desire to have input from the Open House. The Clerk
read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3959 First Reading An ordinance to enact Chapter 171 of
the Pataskala Codified Ordinances and beginning July 1, 2010 the establishment
of a one percent (1.0%) income tax and beginning July 1, 2011 a two percent
(2.0%) income tax with up to a one percent (1.0%) credit to provide funds for
general municipal operations, maintenance, new equipment, extension and
enlargement of municipal services and facilities and capital improvements of the
City of Pataskala.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3960. Seconded by
Raybourne. Discussion was regarding if this could increase as improvements are made and that
this is not a static amount. The Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3960 First Reading An ordinance of the Council of the City of
Pataskala requesting the Licking County Auditor to certify to the City the total current tax
valuation of the City and the dollar amount of revenue that would be generated by
levying a permanent seven mills (7.00) for current expenses.

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3960 on
three separate dates as provided for in section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of
Pataskala. Seconded by Raybourne Roll Call: Raybourne, Sagar, Brush, King,
Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3960. Seconded by Raybourne.
Discussion was regarding this was for the certification from the Auditor. Roll
Call: Sagar, Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Raybourne-yes. Mayor
Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3961. Seconded by
Raybourne. The Clerk read the following:



ORDINANCE 2010-3961 First Reading An ordinance of the City of Pataskala
declaring the necessity for a tax levy of 7.0 mills for current expenses in excess of
the ten mill limitation and establishing a schedule for the imposition thereof.

Brush made a motion to adopt Resolution 2010-001 a resolution authorizing the
City Administrator to enter into a contract with the Licking County Board of
Commissioners for reimbursement of legal counsel for indigent defendants for the
City of Pataskala, Licking County, Ohio. Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call:
Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher
declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Resolution 2010-002 a resolution enacted by the Council of the
City of Pataskala, Licking County, Ohio, to make an application to the Ohio Department of
Natural Resources for the Recreational Trails Program (RTP) and/ or the Clean Ohio Trails Fund
(COTF). Seconded by McKinstry. Discussion was regarding the excellent presentation, the
need to stay with providing basic services given the City’s financial circumstances, and support
to pursue every opportunity to apply for grants. Roll Call: King-yes, Lenzo-no, McKinstry-yes,
Raybourne-yes, Sagar-yes, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Mo action was taken on Resolution 2010-003.

Mo action was taken on Resolution 2010-004.

Mckinstry made a motion authorizing City Administrator to enter into contract with WE Stilson
to perform a utility rate study in amount not to exceed $19,760. Seconded by King. Discussion
was regarding the need for the study was justified. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne,
Sagar, Brush, and King-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to request of the Licking County Auditor an advancement of future tax
collections. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, Brush, King,
and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to modify the snow removal/salting/gritting policy to include Highland
Hollow Dr., Highland Ct., and Green Hollow Dr. Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call:
Raybourne, Sagar, Brush, King, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

Sagar made a motion to express the City’s appreciation to city employees with 15 years or more
service and directing Council President and the Mayor to prepare a letter of recognition.
Seconded by McKinstry., Roll Call: Sagar, Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Raybourne-yes.
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion to express the City’s appreciation to outgoing Board, Commission, Council
members and directing Council President and the Mayor to prepare a letter of recognition of their



service. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, Mckinstry, Raybourne, and
Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

MecKinstry made a motion to appoint Kathy Hoskinson, Clerk of Council as the Mayor and
Council’s representative to attend the required House Bill 9 Certified Training on behalf of the
Mayor and Council. Seconded by Raybourne. Discussion was regarding the requirements for
the training sessions and a desire to increase the compensation for the Clerk of Council because
of the increased duties of the Clerk. Brush made a motion to increase the compensation of the
Clerk of Council. Motion dies for a lack of a second. Discussion was regarding the increased
duties of the Clerk of Council. Roll Call on the original motion: Brush, King, Lenzo,
Mckinstry, Raybourne, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt the Purchasing and Financial Policy. Seconded by McKinstry.
Roll Call: Lenzo, Mckinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, Brush, and King-yes. Mayor Butcher declared
the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion to reschedule the March 1, 2010 Council Study Session and Council
Meeting to March 8, 2010 and cancel the March 8, 2010 Council Workshop. Seconded by
McKinstry. Discussion was regarding the reasoning for this change being the Mayor, President
of Council and Vice President of Council will be out of town. Brush made a motion to amend
the motion to reschedule the March 1, 2010 Council Study Session and Council Meeting to
March 8, 2010, and to reschedule the March 8, 2010 Council Workshop to March 15, 2010, and
to reschedule the March 15, 2010 Study Session and Council Meeting to March 22, 2010 all at
the same starting times. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call on the motion to amend: Raybourne-no,
Sagar-yes, Brush-yes, King-no, Lenzo-yes, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion to amend passed. Roll Call on the original motion as amended: McKinstry, Raybourne,
Sagar, Brush, King, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Lenzo made a motion to amend Council Rules of Order as follows:

MOTION TO AMEND THE COUNCIL
RULES OF ORDER

WHEREAS, THE CITY OF PATASKALA COUNCIL RULES OF ORDER, (the Rules),
adopted February 1, 1999 and revised June 4, 2007 provide that the Rules shall not be altered
except by a vote of the majority of all members of Council at a regular or alternate meeting; and

WHEREAS, the Rules further provide that the proposition to make an amendment shall
be by motion submitted and read to Council at a meeting proceeding the one at which it is acted
upon; and

WHEREAS, Council desires to amend certain portions of the Rules as set forth herein;

NOW THEREFORE, the Rules of Council are amended as follows:

Section 1: Section 8, (§ 8), is amended to provide for a second period of “Citizens
Comments” to immediately precede § 10, “Adjournment”
