COUNCIL MEETING 

October 18,2010 

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in regular session on October 18,2010 at 7:00 PM in 
City Hall, located at 621 W. Broad Street. The pledge of allegiance was given. Roll Call: 
Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-present. Mayor Stephen 1. 
Butcher presiding and Rufus B. Hurst was present 

Citizens Comments: 

There were no comments. 

Approval of Minutes: 

Hayes made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 20,2010 Special Council 
Meeting. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, 
and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to approve the minutes of the October 4, 2010 Special Council Meeting. 
Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush­
yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Sagar made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2010 Council Study Session. 
Seconded by Hayes. Roll Call: Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Gernert­
yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 20, 2010 Council Meeting. 
Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes­
yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Unfinished Business: 

No action was taken regarding Ordinance 2010-4000. 

Triplett made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-4004. Seconded by Brush. 
The Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-4004 Second Reading An ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 
2010-3991 for sections 929.07 and 929.08 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of 



Pataskala effective January 1,2011, pursuant to section 4.07 (a)(5) of the Charter of the 
City of Pataskala. 

Brush made a motion to amend Ordinance 2010-4004 by substitution as presented to Council on 
October 18, 2010. Seconded by Triplett. Discussion was regarding how the reading appears on 
the bill and the inability to adjust usage according to that reading to control the cost for that 
month and the number of residents that will fall in the second tier as meters are replaced and we 
have more accurate readings. Roll Call: Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, Gernert-yes, Hayes­
no, Lenzo-yes, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-4004 on three separate 
dates as provided for in Section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by 
Gernert. Roll Call: Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, Gernert-yes, Hayes-no, Lenzo-no, McKinstry-no, 
and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion failed. 

Reports 

Mayor Butcher asked that Council confirm his reappointment of Bill Schuler to the Licking 
County Transit Board and Randall Ripley to the Planning and Zoning Commission and his 
appointment of Jerry Truex to the Plalming and Zoning Commission term to expire December 
31, 2013 and Darin McGowan to the Planning and Zoning Commission term to expire December 
31,2011. Mayor Butcher also pointed out the need for more senior housing in the City. 

Jason Car, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council. 

New Business: 

Triplett made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-4005. Seconded by 
McKinstry. The Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-4005 First Reading An ordinance to approve the establishment of a "Safe 
Routes to Schools Grant Fund" and an "Ohio Department of Natural Resources Recreational 
Trail Grant Fund" within the accounting system ofthe City of Pataskala. 

Hayes made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-4005 on three separate 
dates as provided for in Section 4.04 of the Chmiel' of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by 
Triplett. Roll Call: Gerneli, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes, Mayor 
Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-4005. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: 
Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-024, a resolution authorizing and 
directing the City Administrator to advertise and to accept the lowest and best bid for the Police 
Department/Old Town Hall Window Replacement Project, and to enter into a contract on behalf 
of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding the specifications for the 
project. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-yes. Mayor 
Butcher declared the motion passed. 



Hayes made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-025 A resolution authorizing the City 
Administrator to enter into a contract with the Licking County Board of Commissioners for 
reimbursement of legal counsel for indigent defendants for the City of Pataskala, Licking 
County, Ohio. Seconded by Gernert. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, 
Hayes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to remove motion #1 from the table, a motion authorizing that The 
Oaks OEPA Mandated Sanitary Sewer Assessment Project cost structure be modified to have the 
City pay for the cost of the Gravity System based design that exceeds the cost of the Lift Station 
Based design. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, 
and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion authorizing that The Oaks OEPA Mandated Sanitary Sewer Assessment 
Project cost structure be modified to have the City pay for the cost of the Gravity System based 
design that exceeds the cost of the Lift Station Based design. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll 
Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-no. Mayor Butcher declared 
the motion Failed. 

Triplett made a motion to refer the proposed Revitalization Plan for the Blanche Addition 
(including Elmwood Allotment and Furrsville) to the Planning and Zoning Commission. 
Seconded by McKinstry. Brush made a motion to amend the motion to study the current zoning 
designation taking into account the existing water and sewer regulations and existing housing 
development to determine whether a different zoning designation, new zoning designation, or 
other recommendation should be made. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call on the motion to 
amend: Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. Roll Call on the original motion as amended: Brush, Gernert, 
Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Bucher declared the motion passed as 
amended. 

Sagar made a motion to instmct the Director of Planning to prepare materials and submit on 
behalf of the City, an application/request to the Board of Zoning Appeals to grant a variance 
from the lot width, lot size and setback requirements. Seconded by Hayes. Discussion was 
regarding opposition to a waiver. Roll Call: Hayes-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, 
Triplett-yes, Brush-no, and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the September 2010 check register. Seconded by Sagar. 
Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to confirm the Mayor's appointment of Bill Schuler to the Licking County 
Transit Board. Seconded by Gernert. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, 
Hayes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Lenzo made a motion to confirm the Mayor's reappointment of Randall Ripley to the Planning 
and Zoning Commission for the term of January 1, 2011 through December 31, 2014. Seconded 
by Brush. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor 
Butcher declared the motion passed. 



Sagar made a motion to confirm the Mayor's appointment of Jerry Truex to the vacant Planning 
and Zoning position that expires December 31,2013. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: 
Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Hayes made a motion to confirm the Mayor's appointment of Darin McGowan to the vacant 
Planning and Zoning position that expires December 31, 2011. Seconded by Triplett. 
Discussion was regarding consideration of the candidates' qualifications. Roll Call: Brush-no, 
Gernert-yes, Hayes-yes, Lenzo-yes, Mckinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. 

Additional Citizens Comments 

There were none. 

McKinstry made a motion to go into Executive Session pursuant to Ohio Revised Code section 
121.22(G)(3), for a conference with an attorney, for the public body, concerning disputes 
involving the public body that are the subject of pending or imminent co1l11 action and pursuant 
to Ohio Revised Code section 121.22(G)(4), preparing for, conducting, or reviewing negotiations 
or bargaining sessions with public employees concerning their compensation or other terms and 
conditions of their employment and to include Tracy Cunningham in the Executive Session. 
Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush­
yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Council entered into Executive Session at 8:05 PM. 

Triplett made a motion to come out of Executive Session. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: 
Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Council returned to open session at 8:58 PM 

Triplett made a motion to excuse Mrs. McKinstry and Mr. Brush from the October 11,2010 
Council Workshop. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-abstained, Sagar-yes, 
Triplett-yes, Brush-abstained, Gernert-yes, and Hayes-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. 

Triplett made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, 
Brush, Gernert, Hayes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
