


Brush made a motion to amend the City of Pataskala Sewer Usage Adjustment Policy. Seconded
by Gernert. Roll Call: Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Gernert-yes.
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion to reappoint Russell J. Cook to the Personnel Board of Review for a three
year term ending December 31, 2013. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry,
Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion supporting and determining no conflict with the Pataskala Corporate Park
Joint Economic Development District Board contracting with City Bond Counsel Dennis
Schwallie, Peck Schaffer & Williams, LLP, for legal services consisting of contract review and
related legal guidance associated with the Board’s efforts to hire a marketing firm to promote
the Park. Seconded by Gemert. Discussion was regarding the need for separate counsel. Hayes
made a motion to table. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes,
Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion to table passed.

McKinstry made a motion to approve the November 2010 check register. Seconded by Gernert.
Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher
declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to enter into an agreement with T.C.C.I
Laboratories for back-up water operator services. The City Administrator is hereby authorized to
enter into an Agreement with T.C.C.I. Laboratories, Inc. to provide back-up operator services for
the water department to meet the requirements of such operations in the event that the City
employees responsible for such requirements is unavailable as a consequence of vacation, illness,
accident or other absence. This authorization shall be consistent with the terms of such services
as provide to the City by T.C.C.I Laboratories, Inc. contained in the letter dated December §,
2010. It is expressly directed, however, that any agreement reached be on a “month-to-month”
basis and that no retainer be required during any month that services are not required. Seconded
by Sagar. Roll Call: Brush, Gernert, Hayes, L.enzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor
Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion to confirm the Mayor’s appointment of Tom Quinn and Dwain Culp to
the Board of Zoning Appeals for the unexpired terms ending December 31, 2013. Seconded by
Hayes. Roll Call: Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor
Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion to appoint Melvin Hite to the SWLCW&SD Board. Seconded by Lenzo.
Roll Call: Hayes-no, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, and Gernert-
no. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Gernert made a motion to lock the cap for the Oaks Sanitary Sewer Project at $14,421.84 based
upon the new cost of the project provided to the City from the construction firm. Seconded by
Triplett. Hayes made a motion to amend to require a waiver of litigation. Seconded by Brush.
Discussion was regarding the recommendations of the Law Director. Hayes made a motion to
amend as described by Mr. Hurst. Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding the
recommendations of the Law Director and a desire to recess to allow the Law Director to put the
motion in writing. Roll Call on the second motion to amend: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert,
Hayes, Lenzo, and McKinstry-no. Mayor Butcher declared the motion failed.



Roll Call on the first amendment: McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, Gernert-no,
Hayes-yes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion to amend passed. Roll Call on
the original motion as amended: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-
no. Mayor Butcher declared the motion failed.

Sagar made a motion to recess. Seconded by Hayes. Roll Call: Triplett-yes, Brush-no, Gernert-
yes, Hayes-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

The meeting was recessed.

Hayes made a motion to come out of recess. Seconded by Gernert. Roll Call: Brush, Gernert,
Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

The meeting was called back to order by the Mayor.

Brush made a motion authorizing the Administrator to proceed with the Oaks Sewer
Improvement Project with the following conditions:

The Administrator is authorized to proceed with the execution of those contracts necessary to
proceed with the sewer improvement project for the Oaks subdivision at the current quoted
amounts subject to the following:

1. The assessment amount to the assessed properties shall remain at $14,
421.84 per ESFU.

2. Waivers agreed to by the Administration of the City and those in the
assessment area are to be prepared and executed.

3. All easements for those within the assessment area and waivers for those
in the assessment area are to be provided to the City Administration before
January 3, 2011.

4. Any contracts executed shall have an effective date of January 4, 2011 or
contain a “lapse provision” should these conditions not be met.

Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and
Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Dick Cairney, Gary Buzzelli, and Mike Fox provided public comments and these comments are
available by audio recording through the Office of the Clerk of Council.

Gernert commended Mr. Buzzelli and Mr. Cairney for their efforts

Sagar expressed how proud she was of the Sterling Theater Event and thanked everyone
involved.

Triplett also expressed how proud she was of the Sterling Theater Event and thanked everyone
involved. She noted how we build success off of success and felt Pataskala was on the way to
becoming a winner. Triplett wished everyone a Merry Christmas.



Lenzo echoed the comments on the Sterling Theater and indicated how proud he was to be apart
of the community. He acknowledged the accomplishments of Mr. Carr. Lenzo also reported
speaking with Mr. Hite before he left and indicated Mr. Hite’s willingness to meet with Council
after the first of the year to discuss communications.

McKinstry noted what a great night it was at the Sterling Theater and agreed with Mrs. Triplett
that we are finally seeing the results of our investments in Pataskala.

Brush made a motion for the City Administrator to invite the County Commissioners to attend
the January 3™ Council Meeting to attend in response to the Beechwood Trails Water
Agreement. Seconded by Hayes. Roll Call: Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush,
and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush also thanked Mr. Carr and congratulated him for receiving the letter of achievement.

Brush made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Hayes. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar,
Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
