


Residential District (R-7) zoning classification to General Business District (GB) with certain
limitations.

Sagar made a motion to have the third reading of Ordinance 2010-4007. Seconded by Gernert.
The Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-4007 Third Reading An ordinance to make appropriations for
current expenses and other expenditures of the City of Pataskala, State of Ohio, for the
year ending December 31, 2011.

Brush made a motion to amend Ordinance 2010-4007 by substitution. Seconded by
Sagar. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher
declared the motion passed.

Discussion was regarding the proposed pay increases for employees who fall below the
state minimum standards and concerns regarding funding of these increases. Mr. Boland
explained that the budget supports these proposed increases. Mr. Carr explained the
employee cost sharing in certain benefits.

Triplett made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-4007 as amended. Seconded by Sagar.
Roll Call: Brush-yes, Gernert-yes, Hayes-yes, Lenzo-no, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes.
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Reports

Mayor Butcher asked that Council confirm the reappointment of Bruce Baird for the 2011 and
2012 term to the Licking County Convention and Visitors Bureau Board of Directors. He also
recognized the efforts of Dianne Harris and BJ King with regards to the Sterling Theater.

Tim Boland, City Administrator reviewed the agenda items for this evening and reported that the
city will not be receiving grant funding from the Ohio Public Works Commission for Mink
Street or Havens Corners Road projects this round. Mr. Boland and Mr. Carr explained the other
funding options for these projects but did not recommend moving forward at this time. Mr.
Boland explained other grant options for other projects. He also reported on the Summit Road
Project and indicated that payment would be withheld until issues with the project were
addressed. Mr. Boland also gave an update on the status of the Oaks Sanitary Sewer Project.

Jason Carr, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council.
New Business:

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-4007. Seconded by Triplett.
The Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-4010 First Reading An ordinance to amend Ordinance No. 2010-
4004 for sections 929.07 and 929.08 of the codified ordinances of the City of Pataskala
effective February 1, 2011, pursuant to section 4.07 (a)(5) of the Charter of the City of
Pataskala.



Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-4010 on three
separate dates as provided for in section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala.
Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Hayes, Lenzo, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Gernert-yes.
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-4010. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call:
Lenzo-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, Gernert-yes, and Hayes-no. Mayor
Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-031 a resolution authorizing the disposal
of seized property by sale or destruction. Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding the
types of weapons being disposed of. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, and
Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-032 a resolution authorizing and
directing the City Administrator to advertise and to accept proposals and qualification statements
and to enter into agreement for professional engineering services for 2011 and create a list of
pre- qualified engineers. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo,
and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to remove the motion to adopt the Winter 2010/2011 Snow and Ice
Management Plan from the table. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert,
Hayes, Lenzo, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Lenzo made a motion to amend to include John Reese Parkway. Seconded by Gernert.
Discussion was regarding safety concerns and concerns regarding any alteration the plan based
on different standards for those proposed amendments. Roll Call: Brush-no, Gernert-no, Hayes-
no, Lenzo-yes, Sagar-no, and Triplett-no. Mayor Butcher declared the motion failed.

Roll Call on the original motion to adopt the Winter 2010/2011 Snow and Ice Management Plan:
Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, Sagar, Triplett, and Hayes-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

Triplett made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to enter into an agreement between
the City of Pataskala and County Fair Car Wash. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Hayes-yes,
Lenzo-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion passed.

Sagar made a motion assigning Dan Hayes to the Pataskala Historic Town Hall, Inc. Committee.
Seconded by Gernert. Discussion was regarding Mr. Hayes’ position that is if there were any
objections by any councilmember he would not accept the appointment. There was also
discussion of the possible role of the Building and Grounds Committee. Roll Call: Lenzo-yes,
Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, Gernert-yes, Hayes-abstained. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion passed.

Mr. Hayes indicated that he would not be accepting the appointment.



Sagar made a motion to confirm the reappointment of Bruce Baird for the 2011 and 2012 term to
the Licking County Convention and Visitors Bureau Board of Directors. Seconded by Gernert.
Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion passed.

Triplett made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to implement dental insurance cost
sharing for City union and non-union employees effective the first pay January 2011 through the
plan offered by Delta Dental or a more cost effective comparable plan. Seconded by Sagar.
Discussion was regarding if the city wanted to continue to offer dental insurance. Roll Call:
Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, Gernert-yes, Hayes-yes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher
declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to purchase a Pressure Reducing Valve
in an amount not to exceed $14,000 to improve water pressure readings / minimize range of
pressure fluctuations in the Corylus Drive service area. Seconded by Hayes. Mr. Boland gave a
brief review of reasons for this motion. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, and
Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to enter into or amend various existing
agreements with qualified firms, agencies and or contractors for back-up Operator of Record
services to assist with staffing needs and to comply with OEPA mandated minimum staffing
requirements at the City’s Ultility plants not to exceed $21,000. Seconded by Hayes. Roll Call:
Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

Dick Cairney, Gary Buzzelli, and Mike Fox provided public comments and these comments are
available by audio recording through the Office of the Clerk of Council.

Brush reported that we have had a safe hunting season so far. He also commented on problems
other communities are having with wildlife.

Hayes indicated that with regards to the budget issues discussed this evening; he did believe the
four employees were under paid and that the steps taken tonight were not in any way
irresponsible.

Brush made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, Sagar,
Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
