
Jason Car, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council. 

Triplett made a motion to go into Executive Session pursuant to Ohio Revised Code section 
121.22(0)(4), preparing for, conducting, or reviewing negotiations or bargaining sessions with 
public employees concerning their compensation or other terms and conditions of their 
employment and also pursuant to Ohio Revised Code section 121.22(0)(3), for a conference 
with an attorney, for the public body, concerning disputes involving the public body that are the 
subject of pending or imminent court action. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, 
Triplett, Brush, King, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Council entered into Executive Session at 8:07 PM 

Sagar made a motion to come out of Executive Session. Seconded by King. Roll Call: Sagar, 
Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 
Council returned to open session at 8:25 PM. 

New Business: 

Triplett made a motion to remove Resolution 2010-009 from the table. Seconded by Brush. Roll 
Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-009, a resolution declaring the necessity 
of constructing certain improvements in the City of Pataskala, Ohio consisting of the 
construction of a sanitary sewer collection system in the area of the city known as the Oaks. 
Seconded by Brush. Discussion was regarding the Administrator's recommendation to Council 
and how the resolution would need to be amended. Triplett made a motion to amend Resolution 
2010-009 Section 4to read, "The entire cost of the Project is currently estimated at $502,820. Ten 
percent of the estimated project costs, ($50,282.00), shall be borne by the City with ninety 
percent of the estimated project costs, ($452,538.00), assessed in proportion to the benefits 
which may result from the improvements comprising the Project for all the lots and lands 
bounding and abutting on such improvements, all of which lots and lands are descri bed in 
Exhibit A hereto and are hereby determined to be specially benefited by the Project; provided, 
however, that: (a) the portion of said special assessments which, together with all assessments 
made for all other purposes within a period of five (5) years preceding the passage of the 
assessing ordinance for said special assessments under Section 727.25 of the Ohio Revised Code, 
is in excess of thirty-three and one-third per cent (33-1/3%) of the actual value of each lot or 
parcel, including improvements thereon, as enhanced by the improvements for which said special 
assessments are levied (such value to be determined as of the date of such assessing ordinance), 
shall be paid for by the City pursuant to Section 727.03 of the Ohio Revised Code, and(b) (i) one­
fiftieth (1/50th) of the total cost of the Project, (ii) the cost of intersections, and (iii) fifty per 
centum (50%) of the cost of acquiring by appropriation real estate or any interest therein, shall be 
paid for by the City, pursuant to Sections 727.05 and 727.08 of the Ohio Revised Code. The cost 
of the improvements shall include the cost of preliminary and other surveys, plans, 
specifications, profiles and estimates and of printing, serving and publishing notices, resolutions 
and ordinances, the cost of all special proceedings, the amount of damages resulting from the 
improvements and the interest thereon, the costs incurred in connection with the preparation, 



levy and collection of the special assessments, the cost of purchasing, appropriating, and 
otherwise acquiring therefore any required real estate or interest therein, expenses of legal 
services including obtaining an approving legal opinion, cost of labor and material, and interest 
on bonds and notes issued in anticipation of the levy and collection of the special assessments, 
together with all other necessary expenditures relating to the special assessments, such 
improvements or such bonds and notes. Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding the 
urgency to move forward. Roll Call on the motion to amend: Brush-no, King-yes, Lenzo-yes, 
McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion to amend 
passed. Roll Call on the original motion as amended: Triplett-yes, Brush-no, King-yes, Lenzo­
yes, McKinstry-no, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed as amended. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-010, a resolution approving the City of 
Pataskala fiscal year 2010 Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) Application. 
Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding if all three resolutions are tied together and who 
would administer this for the City. Roll Call: King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush­
yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-011, a resolution to adopt a Residential 
Anti-Displacement and Relocation Assistance Plan in the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Sagar. 
Roll Call: King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-012 a resolution to promote equal housing 
opportunity in the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding the language 
and that this was the standard language provided. Brush made a motion to amend Resolution 2010­
012 is amended to designate the Planning Director as the Fair Housing Coordinator. Seconded by 
King. Roll Call on the motion to amend: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. 
Mayor Butcher declared the motion to amend passed. Roll Call on the original motion as amended: 
McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. 

McKinstry recommended the appointment of Todd Barstow to the Oaks Equalization Board. 

Brush made a motion to authorize Summit Station Cub Scout Pack 26 to conduct a Flag 
Retirement Ceremony including open burning at Foundation Park at 4:30 PM on May 29, 2009. 
Seconded by King. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Mayor 
Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Sagar made a motion to confirm the Mayor's appointment of Mrs. Melissa Langkamp as Licking 
Heights Representative to the City of Pataskala's Parks and Recreation Board. Seconded by 
McKinstry. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to enter into an agreement with Mid 
Ohio Regional Planning Commission (MORPC) Housing Division, for administrative services, 
housing rehabilitation specialist services, and other related services, in an amount not to exceed 



$115,000 requested from the grant budget, and which is contingent upon award of $550,000 in 
Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) grant funds from the Ohio Department of 
Development. The duration of the agreement will be two years from grant award. Seconded 
Sagar. Roll Call: King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Bmsh-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. 

King made a motion to Authorize the City Administrator to enter into an agreement for 
providing employee health insurance benefits for Plan Year 2010/2011 at an amount not to 
exceed 10% of the 2009/2010 Plan Year estimated cost. Seconded by McKinstry. Discussion 
was regarding which plan the Administrator was recommending and the desire of the 
Administrator to continue his review of the options. Brush made a motion to amend at amount 
not to exceed 5% of the 2009/2010 plan. Motion dies for a lack of a second. Seconded by 
McKinstry. Roll Call: Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Bmsh-no, and King­
yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Bmsh asked for an update on a nuisance complaint submitted by the Dunkles. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the applications submitted by Red Chip Farms Inc., and 
Howard P. & Rosemary A. Emswiler Tmstee. Seconded by Lenzo. Bmsh asked for a division 
of the question. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the renewal application for an Agricultural District 
submitted by Red Chip Farms Inc. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call: Triplett, Bmsh, King, Lenzo, 
McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the renewal application for an Agricultural District 
submitted by Howard P. and Rosemary A. Emswiler Trustee application #476. Seconded by 
Lenzo. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the renewal application for an Agricultural District 
submitted by Howard P. and Rosemary A. Emswiler Trustee application 2010 A. Seconded by 
Lenzo. Discussion was regarding a desire for clarification from the County Auditor that this 
application is a new application or a renewal application and that there was sufficient 



information provided. Roll Call: King-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, 
and Brush-no. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the renewal application for an Agricultural District 
submitted by Howard P. Emswiler Trustee application #724. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: 
Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and King-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to excuse the absence of Brian Raybourne from the Public Hearing, 
Study Session, and Council Meeting held this evening. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: 
McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. 

McKinstry announced the Finance Committee would hold an Open House on April 10,2010 at 
11:00 AM. 

King made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, 
Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
