COUNCIL MEETING
May 17, 2010

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in regular session on May 17, 2010 at 7:00 PM at City Hall,
located at 621 W. Broad Street. The pledge of allegiance was given and an invocation was provided.
Brush, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-present. King, Raybourne, and Triplett were absent. Mayor
Stephen J. Butcher presiding and Rufus B. Hurst, Law Director was present.

Citizens Comments:

Mike Hasson, Jack Jacox, and Mike Fox provided public comments and these comments are available by
audio recording through the Office of the Clerk of Council.

Approval of Minutes:

Sagar made a motion to approve the minutes of the April 28, 2010 Special Council Meeting. Seconded
by Lenzo. Roll Call: Brush, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

McKinstry made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 3, 2010 Council Study Session. Seconded
by Lenzo. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

McKinstry made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 3, 2010 Council Meeting. Seconded by
Lenzo. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Unfinished Business:

Sagar made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-3970. Seconded by Lenzo. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3970 Second Reading An ordinance to approve current replacement pages
to the Pataskala Codified Ordinances.

Reports:

Mayor Butcher noted that tomorrow Mr. Chester Jordan will be the speaker at the Pataskala Area
Chamber of Commerce Luncheon. He also noted there will be a Summit held on Thursday morning that
the Chamber is providing for and later that morning the Mid-Ohio Development Exchange will also meet
in Council Chambers. Mayor Butcher also announced that later that night Etna would also be holding a
Summit.



Tim Boland, City Administrator noted the Status Report, the EMH&T recommendation for Summit Road,
as well as upcoming events. He also reviewed the agenda items before Council this evening,

Jason Car, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council and addressed the proposed amendment to
Ordinance 2010-3975.

McKinstry inquired about the increase in wages and benefits within the Police Department. Mr. Carr
explained this was for the part time officer.

Mr. Boland explained the anticipated cost over-run on the sidewalk project currently under construction.

New Business:

McKinstry made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3972. Seconded by Sagar. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3972 First Reading Fire Loss Ordinance: An ordinance creating Chapter
519 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Pataskala, Ohio, providing that in certain fire
losses the insurance company(companies), association or exchange shall transfer insurance
proceeds to a designated officer of the municipality as a portion of the insurance proceeds to be
held as security against the total cost of removing, repairing, or securing the damaged building,
providing for fees, providing for penalties for violation and setting forth procedures and
requirements pertaining to such insurance proceeds and to the implementation of Ohio R.C.
3029.86, as amended.

McKinstry made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3973. Seconded by Sagar. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3973 First Reading An ordinance to change the name of the Police Levy
Fund to the Police Fund within the accounting system of the City of Pataskala.

McKinstry made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3974. Seconded by Lenzo. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3974 First Reading An ordinance authorizing the City Administrator to
execute an agreement for participation with the Regional Income Tax Agency (RITA) for
services relating to the administration, enforcement and collection of the City of Pataskala
Income Tax.

McKinstry made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3975. Seconded by Sagar. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3975 First Reading An ordinance to amend Ordinance Number
2010-3969 making appropriations for current expenses and other expenditures of the City
of Pataskala for the year ending December 31, 2010, increasing, decreasing and
transferring funds.

Sagar made a motion to amend Ordinance 2010-3975 to include the transfer of $30,000
increasing capital improvement Downtown Sidewalk/City Share B1-6B-250-2 and
decreasing Miscellaneous Supplies B1-6B-240, the purpose of this transfer is to appropriate

Council returned to open session at 8:35 PM.

Brush made a motion that our outside Counsel continues with settlement negotiations as
authorized. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Brush, Lenzo, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher
declared the motion passed.

Brush asked for an update to the right-of-way mowing schedule. He also asked for a current
employment application for the City.

Lenzo announced there would be a Street Committee Meeting held on June 7 at 6:00 PM for the
purpose of discussion of the street lights repair project, patching, other road projects, winter
operations during 2009/2010, and projections for the winter 2011.

Mayor Butcher asked for Council’s consideration of a Mayor’s Ad hoc Committee ending on
April 15" to look at how to best notify residents of the income tax.

Mayor Butcher announced that Chester Jordon would be addressing the Chamber tomorrow and
encouraged all to attend.

Brush made a motion to approve the renewal application for placement of lands in an
Agricultural District submitted by Beth E. & John B. Shannon. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call:
Sagar, Brush, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion to excuse the absences of Mr. King, Mr. Raybourne, and Mrs. Triplett for
the Public Hearing, Study Session, and Council Meeting held this evening. Seconded by
McKinstry. Roll Call: Sagar, Brush, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion passed.
