
Sagar made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3972. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: 
Rayboume-no, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to have the third reading of Ordinance 2010-3973. Seconded by Raybourne. The 
Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3973 Third Reading An ordinance to change the name of the Police Levy 
Fund to the Police Fund within the accounting system of the City of Pataskala. 

Rayboume made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3973. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: 
Triplett, Brush, Lenzo, Rayboume, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Rayboume made a motion to have the third reading of Ordinance 2010-3976. Seconded by Triplett. The 
Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3976 Third Reading An ordinance repealing ordinance 2000-3346 and 
2004-3592 which were established to create a new position of employment within the City of 
Pataskala and to establish compensation. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3976. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Triplett, 
Brush, Lenzo, Raybourne, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-3977. Seconded by Sagar. The 
Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3977 Second Reading An ordinance to enact chapter 171 of the Pataskala 
Codified Ordinances and beginning July 1,2010 establishing a one percent (1.0%) Income Tax 
to provide for general municipal operations, maintenance, new equipment, extension and 
enlargement of municipal services, and facilities and capital improvements of the City of 
Pataskala. 

Discussion was regarding concerns with life time appointments and amending to require people 
to do something six days ago. 

Brush made a motion to amend Ordinance 2010-3977 section 171.17(a) to include 3-year terms 
staggered and Section 171.21 (c) strike June and replace with July. Seconded by Lenzo. 
Raybourne made a motion to divide the question. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call: Raybourne­
yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. Roll Call on the amendment to section 171.17 (a): Rayboume-no, Sagar-no, Triplett­
yes, Brush-yes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion failed. Roll Call on the 
amendment to Section 171.21 (c): Raybourne-yes, Sagar-no, Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, and Lenzo­
yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to amend Section 171.17 (a) A Board of Review consisting of three (3) 
persons appointed by the Mayor, with the consent of Council, is hereby created. Board members 
shall receive such compensation as Council may determine and can be removed by a majority of 



Council without cause. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Lenzo, and 
Rayboume-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3977 on three separate 
dates as provided for in section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Lenzo. 
Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Lenzo, Rayboume, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3977 as amended. Seconded by Sagar. Roll 
Call: Brush, Lenzo, Rayboume, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. 

Reports: 

Mayor Butcher advised Council of a request from the Mead-Needham Museum and asked that Council 
consider a motion to grant this request under new business. Mayor Butcher presented to Council the 
Presidents Award plaque the City had received from the Safety Council. 

Tim Boland, City Administrator addressed Ordinance 2010-3978 and noted that Susan Lent was present 
to answer any questions. 

Jason Car, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council and addressed the option to consolidate notes. 
Mr. Carr also reported on the Post Audit Meeting that was held earlier this evening. 

Triplett noted it was very commendable to receive such a clean audit. 

New Business: 

Triplett made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3978. Seconded by Sagar. The Clerk 
read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3978 First Reading An ordinance authorizing and directing the City 
Administrator to enter into a contract for the collection, transportation and disposal of garbage, 
refuse, recyclables, and yard waste for residential householders. 

Triplett made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-3979. Seconded by Raybourne. 
The Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3979 First Reading An ordinance to amend Ordinance Number 
2010-3975 making appropriations for current expenses and other expenditures of the City 
of Pataskala for the year ending December 31, 2010, decreasing and transferring funds. 

Triplett made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3979 as provided for in 
section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call: 
Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Rayboume made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3979. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: 
Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 



Sagar made a motion to remove the motion to confilm the Mayor's appointment of Bruce Brooks 
as Chief of Police for the City of Pataskala from the table. Seconded by Rayboume. Roll Call: 
Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, Lenzo-no, and Raybourne-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the 
motion passed. 

Sagar made a motion to amend the motion to confirm the Mayor as appointing authority for the 
Chief of Police for the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call: Triplett-yes, 
Brush-no, Lenzo-no, Raybourne-yes, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion failed. 

Discussion was regarding that there is additional information that has been requested this 
morning and has not been received at this time and that additional time is needed to receive this 
information. 

Lenzo made a motion to table the motion to confirm the Mayor's appointment of Bruce Brooks 
as Chief of Police for the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Brush-no, Lenzo­
yes, Raybourne-yes, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to approve the May 2010 Check register. Seconded by Raybourne. Roll 
Call: Lenzo, Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. 

Triplett made a motion declaring the property at 241 Oxford Drive a threat to public safety and 
authorizing the Zoning Inspector to proceed with immediate corrective action for the 
preservation of the public health, safety and general welfare of the community; and further, 
authorizing the City Finance Director to certify the cost of corrective action, including all work 
done by City employees, plus 50% of those costs for overhead and expenses, to the Auditor of 
Licking County, certifying, levying, and assessing the same to be collected as a special 
assessment upon the property (per Section 1315.12 of Pataskala Codified Ordinances). 
Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Lenzo, Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor 
Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Sagar made a motion authorizing the Administrator to enter into contract with Indiana Reline, 
Inc. to repair the culvert on Taylor Road,just north of Broad Street, in an amount not to exceed 
$21,000. Seconded Raybourne. Roll Call: Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Lenzo-yes. 
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to authorizing the City Administrator to advertise, accept bids, award 
lowest and best bid, and enter into contract for the city-wide street light repair project not to 
exceed $55,000. Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call: Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and 
Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Additional Citizens Comments 

Mike Fox provided public comments and these comments are available by audio recording 
through the Office of the Clerk of Council. 



Brush made a motion to approve the request of the Mead-Needham Museum dated June 18,2010 
to remove and restore the only remaining tum reflector located on Main Street and to display the 
reflector in the museum. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Lenzo, and 
Raybourne-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush expressed his concerns pertaining to the actions JEDD Board took regarding the request 
for an exemption for farm income within the JEDD. Brush expressed a desire for a legal opinion 
on the matter. He also asked if all documents had been signed. 

Mr. Boland indicated that all documents are now signed. 

Lenzo thanked Mr. Raybourne for his service to the City. 

Triplett also thanked Mr. Raybourne for his service to the City. 

Triplett made a motion to appoint Timothy Glass to the Personnel Board of Review to fill the 
position previously held by Steve Stoffel. Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was regarding a 
desire to extend the deadline to submit letters of interest. Roll Call: Triplett-yes, Brush-no, 
Lenzo-yes, Raybourne-yes, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Sagar reported that Rick Conway has resigned from the West Licking Joint Fire District and 
noted his service to the City as well as to the Fire Department. 

Raybourne thanked Council, the Mayor, Mr. Boland, and Mr. Carr and the residents of the 3rd 

Ward and encouraged the appointment of someone the residents trust and respect. 

Raybourne made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Brush, Lenzo, Raybourne, 
Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
