
CITY OF PATASKALA 

COUNCIL MEETING 

June 7,2010 

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in regular session on June 7,20 10 at 7:00 PM at City Hall, 
located at 621 W. Broad Street. The pledge of allegiance was given and an invocation was provided. 
Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-present. Raybourne was absent. Mayor Stephen J. 
Butcher presiding and Rufus B. Hurst, Law Director was present. 

Citizens Comments: 

Gary Nelson, Michael Boals, and Dr. Bonnie L. Coe provided public comments and these comments are 
available by audio recording through the Office of the Clerk of Council. 

Approval of Minutes: 

Triplett made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 10, 20JO Council Workshop. Seconded by 
King. Roll Call: Brush-yes, King-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-abstained, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes. 
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 17,20 I0 Council Public Hearing. 
Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call: King-abstained, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, TripJett­
abstained, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 17, 2010 Council Study Session. Seconded 
by Lenzo. Roll Call: Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-abstained, Brush-yes, and King­
abstained. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Sagar made a motion to approve the minutes of the May 17,2010 Council Meeting. Seconded by 
McKinstry. Roll Call: McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-abstained, Brush-yes, King-abstained, and 
Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Unfinished Business: 

Triplett made a motion to have the third reading of Ordinance 2010-3970. Seconded by Sagar. The Clerk 
read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3970 Third Reading An ordinance to approve current replacement pages 
to the Pataskala Codified Ordinances. 

Sagar made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3970. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, 
Brush, King, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 



McKinstry made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 20 I0-3972. Seconded by Lenzo. The 
Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3972 Second Reading Fire Loss Ordinance: An ordinance creating 
Chapter 519 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Pataskala, Ohio, providing that in 
certain fire losses the insurance company(companies), association or exchange shall transfer 
insurance proceeds to a designated officer of the municipality as a portion of the insurance 
proceeds to be held as security against the total cost of removing, repairing, or securing the 
damaged building, providing for fees, providing for penalties for violation and setting forth 
procedures and requirements pertaining to such insurance proceeds and to the implementation of 
Ohio R.C. 3029.86, as amended. 

Triplett made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-3973. Seconded by McKinstry. 
The Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3973 Second Reading An ordinance to change the name of the Police 
Levy Fund to the Police Fund within the accounting system of the City of Pataskala. 

Triplett made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-3976. Seconded by Sagar. The 
Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3976 Second Reading An ordinance repealing ordinance 2000-3346 and 
2004-3592 which were established to create a new position of employment within the City of 
Pataskala and to establish compensation. 

Discussion was regarding the reasons for the legislation. 

Reports: 

Mayor Butcher reported having received a check from the Pataskala Area Chamber of Commerce for the 
sidewalk and the need for a motion to accept these funds. He also noted the Safety Committee Meeting 
held on Saturday and called upon Mrs. Sagar to report on this meeting. 

Sagar provided an update on the Safety Committee Meeting and reported on the Committee's suppOl1 for 
the Mayor's appointment of Bruce Brooks as Chief of Police. 

Counci I discussed the merits of the position of Chief of Pol ice being a classified or unclassified position. 

Mayor Butcher expressed his support for Bruce Brooks as Chief of Police. 

Triplett announced that the open position on the Personnel Board of Review has been advertised and the 
deadline for submitting letters of interest is June 14th

. Triplett also read the letter of resignation received 
from Councilman Raybourne and noted the need to acceft the resignation. Triplett indicated that this 
position would be advertised with a deadline of June 301 to submit resumes with a letter of interest and I 

those interviews would be held on July 6th
. 

Brush indicated that there should be some standardized format. 

Tim Boland, City Administrator noted that there would be quarterly meetings with AEP. He also 
reviewed the prepared motions that appear on Counci l's Agenda this evening. 



Jason Car, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council and noted the upcoming Audit Meeting that is 
to be held on June 21 st at 5:30 PM. 

New Business: 

Triplett made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3977. Seconded by McKinstry. The 
Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3977 First Reading An ordinance to enact chapter 171 of the Pataskala 
Codified Ordinances and beginning July 1,2010 establishing a one percent (1.0%) Income Tax 
to provide for general municipal operations, maintenance, new equipment, extension and 
enlargement of municipal services, and facilities and capital improvements of the City of 
Pataskala. 

Discussion of Ordinance 2010-3977 was regarding clarifications. 

Brush made a motion to schedule The Oaks Equalization Board hearing dates on June 24th at 
6:30 pm and July 15t at 6:30 pm. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, 
Triplett, Brush, King, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to pay the $15,100 OEPA permit to 
install (PTI) review fee for the Wastewater Treatment Plant Phase II Improvements. Seconded 
by Brush. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to cancel the June 14th Council Workshop. Seconded by Sagar. 
Discussion was regarding the reason for the cancellation was that Mr. Boland and at least two 
Council Members would be unable to attend; there was also discussion of the need to discuss 
appointments and other items before Council. Roll Call: Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, 
King-yes, Lenzo-no, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to appoint the Finance Director to serve as the delegate and the City 
Administrator to serve as the alternate on the Regional Income Tax Agency, Regional Council of 
Governments. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, 
and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to advertise and sell an OR-TEC MKII 
Belt Sludge Press located at the Wastewater Treatment Plant in accordance with the City's 
Purchasing and Financial Policy. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, 
McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to submit and apply for the COPS 
Hiring Program and the COPS Technology Program offered through the United States 
Department of Justice. Seconded by Lenzo. Discussion was regarding a desire to have the 
motion more specific. Roll Call: King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. 
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 



McKinstry made a motion approving the 2010 General Fund 5-Year Forecast in accordance with 
the City's Purchasing and Financial Policy. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, 
Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and King-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to accept a $1,272 donation from the Pataskala Area Chamber of 
Commerce to cover the cost of the walk. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, 
Triplett, Brush, King, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to accept with regret the resignation of Brian Rayboume, City Councilman 
Ward 3 effective June 30, 2010. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, 
King, Lenzo, McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush noted the sirens worked and appreciated the mowing the street depaliment has been 
accomplishing. 

McKinstry appreciated Mr. Rayboume's service to the city. 

Lenzo gave an update on the Street Committee Meeting and commended the street department 
for their accomplishments. He also noted that Bruce Brooks is highly regarded within the 
Division of Police and the community. 

Triplett also noted her appreciation of Mr. Raybourne's service to the city and found him to be a 
canng person. 

Sagar also noted her appreciation ofMr. Rayboume's service to the city and found him to be an 
enthusiastic and caring person. 

Sagar made a motion to confirm the appointment of Bruce Brooks as Chief of Police. Seconded 
by Triplett. Lenzo made a motion to table. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call on the motion to 
table: Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, King-no, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, and Sagar-no. Mayor 
Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Additional Citizens Comments 

There were no additional comments. 

King made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, 
and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
