Brush made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 9, 2010 Special Council Meeting.
 
Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Brush-yes, Gernert-yes, Hayes-abstained, Lenzo-yes,
 
McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion
 
passed.
 

Sagar made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 16, 2010 Council Study Session.
 
Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Gernert-yes, Hayes-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-abstained,
 
Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, and Brush-yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion passed.
 

Brush made a motion to approve the minutes of the August 16, 2010 Council Meeting.
 
Seconded by Gernert. Roll Call: Hayes-yes, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-abstained, Sagar-yes,
 
Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, and Gernert-yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion passed.
 

Sagar made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 7, 2010 Council Study Session.
 
Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes­

yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion passed.
 

Brush made a motion to approve the minutes of the September 7, 2010 Council Meeting.
 
Seconded by McKinstry. Discussion was regarding a correction that Hayes made the motion to
 
table the approval of minutes. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, and
 
Lenzo-yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion passed.

McKinstry made a motion to have the third reading of Ordinance 2010-3991 (a). Seconded by 
Hayes. The Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3991 (a) Third Reading An ordinance to amend sections 929.03 (g), 
929.07 and 929.08 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Pataskala effective January 1,2011. 

Discussion was regarding the desire for a fair flat rate and the need for a Multi-Tier Rate. 

Hayes made a motion to amend Ordinance 2010-3991 (a) by substitution. Seconded by 
McKinstry. Roll Call: Triplett-yes, Brush-no, Gernert-no, Hayes-yes, Lenzo-no McKinstry-yes, 
and Sagar-no. Council President Triplett declared the motion failed. 

Council President Triplett asked for a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3991 (a). Hearing no 
motion to adopt Council President Triplett announced that we would move on with the agenda. 

Brush made a motion to have the third reading of Ordinance 2010-3991 (b). Seconded by 
Gernert. The Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010-3991 (b) Third Reading An ordinance to amend sections 929.03 (g), 
929.07 and 929.08 of the Codified Ordinances of the City of Pataskala effective January 1,2011. 

Brush made a motion to amend Ordinance 2010-3991 (b) by substitution. Seconded by Sagar. 
Discussion was that this would now be known as Ordinance 2010-3991. Roll Call: Hayes, 
Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert-yes. Council President Triplett declared the 
motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3991 as amended by substitution. Seconded by 
Sagar. Discussion was that discussion would be the same as before. Roll Call: Lenzo-yes, 
McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-yes, Gernert-yes, Hayes-no. Council President 
Triplett declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to have the second reading of Ordinance 2010-3989. Seconded by 
Gernert. The Clerk read the following: 

ORDINANCE 2010 - 3989 Second Reading An ordinance enacting Section 929.09 of the 
Codified Ordinances of the City of Pataskala establishing a general fee schedule. 

Brush made a motion to amend Ordinance 2010-3989 by substitution. Seconded by Sagar. Roll 
Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry-yes. Council President Triplett 
declared the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3989 on three separate 
dates as provided for in Section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Lenzo. 
Discussion was regarding the desire to have the fee schedule in place. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, 
Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar-yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion 
passed. 



Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-4003. Seconded by Gernert. Roll Call: Brush, 
Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Council President Triplett declared 
the motion passed. 

Hayes made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-022 a resolution authorizing and directing 
the City Administrator to advertise and to accept the lowest and best bid for the Police 
Department/Old Town Hall Exterior Masonry Repair Project, and to enter into a contract on 
behalf of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, 
McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion 
passed. 

Sagar made a motion to direct the City Law Director to serve to the Court of Common Pleas a 
Petition to Receive Forfeited Real Property in the matter of Case No. 09-CY-02157-TMM 
(Parcel number 063-140370-00.000; 4.248 Acres) on Connor Avenue and Case No. 2010-CY 
00159 WDB (Parcel numbers 063-150012-00.000 and 063-150000-00.000, consisting of Lots 
#16 and #17; 1 acre each) on Connor Avenue. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Hayes, 
Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Gernert-yes. Council President Triplett declared 
the motion passed. 

Brush made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to install meters and / or initiate billing 
for various facilities to address unaccounted for water within the City's Utility System. 
Seconded by Hayes. Triplett made a motion to amend to read "authorizing the City 
Administrator to install meters and establish billing procedures for various facilities to address 
unaccounted for water within the City's Utility System". Seconded by Brush. Roll Call on the 
motion to amend: McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes and Lenzo-yes. Council 
President Triplett declared the motion passed. Roll Call on the original motion as amended: 
Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-yes. Council President Triplett 
declared the motion passed as amended. 

Brush made a motion to establish the City of Pataskala Utility Department Sewer Consumption 
Adjustment Policy. Seconded by McKinstry. Hayes made a motion to amend to establish the 
City of Pataskala Utility Department Sewer Usage Adjustment Policy. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll 
Call on the motion to amend: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. 
Council President Triplett declared the motion to amend passed. Roll Call on the original motion 
as amended: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gerneli, Hayes, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Council 
President Triplett declared the motion passed as amended. 

Mayor Butcher joined the meeting. 

Triplett made a motion to adopt the Revitalization Plan for the City of Pataskala as presented by 
the Planning Director on September 13, 2010 and incorporating the Final Report of the Ad Hoc 
Citizens Committee dated April 20, 2009. Seconded by McKinstry. Brush made a motion to 
amend the motion to read "to adopt the Revitalization Plan for the City of Pataskala as presented 
by the Planning Director on September 13, 2010 and incorporating the Final Report of the Ad 
Hoc Citizens Committee dated April 20, 2009 to investigate the feasibility of implementing any 
proposals". Seconded by Hayes. Lenzo made a motion to amend to adopt in concept only the 
Revitalization Plan for the City of Pataskala as presented by the Planning Director on September 
13,2010 and incorporating the Final Report of the Ad Hoc Citizens Committee dated April 20, 
2009 to investigate the feasibility of implementing any proposals. Seconded by Triplett. Roll 



Call on the combined motions to amend: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and 
Hayes-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motions passed. Roll Call on the original motion as 
amended: Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed as amended. 

Brush made a motion to authorize the City Administrator to send a letter and proposal to the 
Licking County Commissioners requesting the transferring of the complete Beechwood Trails 
water system to the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Hayes. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, 
Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Sagar made a motion authorizing the amendment of Section VII. Fund Balance Reserves and 
Contingency Funds, Section XII. Investments and Deposit of Funds, and Section XV. Enterprise 
Fund, B. City of Pataskala Enterprise Activities of the City of Pataskala Purchasing and 
Financial Policy. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, 
Lenzo, and McKinstry. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry made a motion to approve the August 2010 check register. Seconded by Triplett. 
Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher 
declared the motion passed. 

Triplett made a motion to accept grant funds from the Mid Ohio Regional Planning Commission 
in the amount of $800 for crosswalk education and enforcement. Seconded by McKinstry. 
Discussion was regarding how this grant would be used for police overtime to educate the public 
prior to the enforcement of regulations pertaining to crosswalks. Roll Call: Brush, Gernert, 
Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Additional Citizens Comments: 

There were none. 

Brush encouraged everyone to attend the Antique Power Show. Brush announced harvesting of 
agricultural products has begun and encouraged everyone to be careful with the equipment on the 
roadways. Brush also encouraged the mowing of the right-of-ways when possible. 

Lenzo encouraged everyone to go to the Antique Power Show. Lenzo echoed the Mayor's 
written comments on Mr. Carr's evaluation. He welcomed the Paul Davis business to town 

Hayes made a motion to permit any local political subdivision within the City to set up 
informational booths without electric at the Pataskala Antique Power Show this weekend 
including SWLCW&SD, Southwest Licking Local Schools, Licking Heights Schools, and the 
Southwest Licking Joint Fire District. Seconded by Triplett. Discussion was that these were to 
be used for informational purposes and that this motion is a result of someone from the City 
denying a request for this activity at the Antique Power Show. Roll Call: Gernert, Hayes, 
Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Hayes made a motion to advertise and accept applications for the position of SWLCW&SD 
Board Representative. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, 
Triplett, Brush, and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 



Brush made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, 
Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
