


Brush explained that the Agricultural Committee has not received a report from the Zoning Department
regarding any needed changes to the Discharge Map.

Tim Boland, City Administrator reviewed his report to Council.

Rufus Hurst reviewed the consideration that has been given to the gravity system and the lift station
system.

Jason Car, Finance Director reviewed his report to Council.

New Business:

McKinstry made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-019 a resolution accepting the
amounts and rates as determined by the Budget Commission and authorizing the 2011 necessary
tax levies and certifying them to the County Auditor. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Triplett,
Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Council President Triplett declared
the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt RESOLUTION 2010-020 a resolution authorizing the
implementation of a General Fee Schedule for the City of Pataskala Division of Police.
Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-
yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3989. Seconded by Gernert. The Clerk
read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010 — 3989 First Reading An ordinance enacting Section 929.09 of the
Codified Ordinances of the City of Pataskala establishing a general fee schedule.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3995. Seconded by McKinstry. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3995 First Reading An ordinance to approve the establishment of a
“Community Housing Improvement Program Fund” within the accounting system of the City of
Pataskala.

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3995 on three separate
dates as provided for in Section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Hayes.
Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, and Hayes-yes. Council President
Triplett declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3995. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call:
McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes and Lenzo-yes. Council President Triplett
declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3996. Seconded by Sagar. The Clerk
read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3996 First Reading An ordinance authorizing the City Administrator to
accept the lowest and best bid for construction of The Oaks Ohio Environmental Protection



Agency (OEPA) Mandated Sanitary Sewer Project and to enter into a contract with Beheler
Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $417,258.68.

Brush made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3996 on three separate
dates as provided for in Section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Lenzo.
Discussion was regarding the desire to dispense with the readings or the option to wait until the
second reading. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Sagar-yes.
Council President Triplett declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3996. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call:
Brush, Gemert, Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Council President Triplett
declared the motion passed.

McKinstry made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3997. Seconded by Lenzo. The
Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3997 First Reading An ordinance to amend Ordinance 2010-3990
making appropriations for current expenses and other expenditures of the City of Pataskala for
the year ending December 31, 2010, increasing, decreasing and transferring funds.

Sagar made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3997 on three separate
dates as provided for in Section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by
Gernert. Roll Call: Hayes, Lenzo, McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and Gernert-yes. Council
President Triplett declared the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3997. Seconded by Gernert. Roll Call: Lenzo,
McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gemert, and Hayes-yes. Council President Triplett declared
the motion passed.

Hayes made a motion approving report of Administrator and instructing Clerk of Council to
notify County Auditor of charges associated with cutting of noxious weeds for purpose of
assessment against real estate at 310 Haystack Avenue. Seconded by Sagar. Discussion was
regarding the need for additional information. Roll Call: McKinstry-yes, Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes,
Brush-no, Gernert-yes, Hayes-yes, and Lenzo-yes. Council President Triplett declared the
motion passed.

Sagar made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to purchase a fingerprint machine from
Biometric Information Management for the amount of $15,204. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll
Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Council President
Triplett declared the motion passed.

Gernert made a motion authorizing that The Oaks OEPA Mandated Sanitary Sewer Assessment
Project cost structure be modified to have the City pay for the cost of the Gravity System based
design that exceeds the cost of the Lift Station Based design. Seconded by McKinstry. Sagar
made a motion to table this motion. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call: Brush-yes, Gemert-yes,
Hayes-no, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-no, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes. Council President Triplett
declared the motion to table passed.

Additional Citizens Comments:

Mike Fox and Mike Compton provided public comments and these comments are available by audio
recording through the Office of the Clerk of Council.

Brush made a motion to allow the Pataskala Power Show Committee along with the City



Administrator to make the decision as to what vendors will be included in the Pataskala Antique Power
Show. Seconded by Gernert. Discussion was regarding a desire to include the Pataskala Lions in the
Power Show. Roll Call: Gernert-yes, Hayes-no, Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes, Sagar-no, Triplett-yes, and
Brush-yes. Council President Triplett declared the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to accept the gravity design option alternative bid summary as indicated in
the W. E. Stilson Consulting Group, LLC Use of Funds/Source of Funds, project #09871.00
dated August 9, 2010 revised sheet being $55, 102.29 showing Pataskala’s portion. Seconded by
Lenzo. Discussion was regarding this is a desire to clarify the motion passed at the last meeting.
Hayes made a motion to table. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Lenzo-yes, McKinstry-yes,
Sagar-yes, Triplett-yes, Brush-no, Gernert-yes, and Hayes-yes. Council President Triplett
declared the motion to table passed.

McKinstry noted the need to schedule the Budget Hearings and the Finance Committee’s
willingness to meet on this subject in October.

Lenzo expressed desire to look into a TIFF for Taylor Road. Mr. Boland indicated that he and
Mrs. Harris will look into the matter and report back.

Sagar noted that Chief Brooks was sworn into office a week ago and welcomed him.

Hayes encouraged everyone to vote for the Old Town Hall to assist in obtaining a This Place
Matters Grant to aid in the restoration of the Sterling Theater.

Sagar made a motion to go into Executive Session Pursuant to Ohio Revised Code section
121.22(G) (3), for a conference with an attorney, for the public body, concerning disputes
involving the public body that are the subject of pending or imminent court action. Seconded by
Hayes. Roll Call: McKinstry, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, and Lenzo-yes. Council
President Triplett declared the motion passed.

Council entered into Executive Session at 8:25 PM. Hayes returned to Council Floor.

Brush made a motion to come out of Executive Session. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Sagar,
Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo, and McKinstry-yes. Council President Triplett declared
the motion passed.

Council returned to open session at 9:06 PM.

Brush made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, Gernert, Hayes, Lenzo,
McKinstry, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
