


ORDINANCE 2010-3980 First Reading An ordinance authorizing the issuance
of not to exceed $530,000 of bonds for the purpose of paying part of the costs of
constructing bridge improvements and improvements to Summit Road, and
matters related to such bonds.

Triplett made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3980 as provided for in
section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call: McKinstry,
Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

McKinstry made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3980. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call:
Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

McKinstry made a motion to have the first reading of Ordinance 2010-3981. Seconded by
Lenzo. The Clerk read the following:

ORDINANCE 2010-3981 First Reading An ordinance consolidating two bond
issues of the City of Pataskala, Ohio into a consolidated bond issue, and
establishing the terms of such consolidated bond issue.

Triplett made a motion to dispense with the readings of Ordinance 2010-3981 as provided for in
section 4.04 of the Charter of the City of Pataskala. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call: Sagar,
Triplett, Brush, McKinstry, Lenzo, and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

McKinstry made a motion to adopt Ordinance 2010-3981. Seconded by Lenzo. Roll Call:
Triplett, Brush, McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

Ordinance 2010-3982 was not introduced since Ordinance 2009-3953 failed.

Sagar made a motion to remove the motion to confirm the Mayor’s appointment of Bruce Brooks
as Chief of Police for the City of Pataskala from the table. It was noted that this motion was
tabled on June 7, 2010. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Brush-no, McKinstry-yes, Lenzo-
yes, Gernert-yes, Sagar-yes, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. Sagar
made a motion to amend that the motion be to establish the Mayor as the appointing authority of
the Chief of Police of the City of Pataskala subject to confirmation by Council. Seconded by
McKinstry. Discussion was regarding that this would be a classified position and that the
Personnel Board of Review would need to confirm the candidate meets the qualifications for the
position prior to confirmation by Council and a desire for this position to be covered by a
contract. Roll Call on the motion to amend: McKinstry-yes, L.enzo-yes, Gernert-yes, Sagar-yes,
Triplett-yes, Brush-no. Mayor Butcher declared the motion to amend passed. Roll Call on the
original motion as amended: Triplett-yes, Brush-no, McKinstry-yes, Lenzo-yes, Gernert-yes,
and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion approving report of administrator and instructing clerk of council to
notify county auditor of charges associated with cutting of noxious weeds for purposes of



assessment against real estate at 208 Fox Hall Dr. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call:
McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion
passed.

Sagar made a motion approving report of administrator and instructing clerk of council to notify
county auditor of charges associated with abatement of a public nuisance for purposes of
assessment against real estate at 241 Oxford Dr. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Lenzo,
Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to enter into agreement with EMH&T
for the design, project bidding, and construction management for full-depth asphalt repairs on
Kennedy Road and Hollow Road in an amount not to exceed $11,400. Seconded by Sagar. Roll
Call: Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, McKinstry, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion passed.

McKinstry made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to advertise for bids for the
Kennedy Road and Hollow Road full-depth repair project and to enter into a construction
contract with the lowest and best bidder. Seconded by Sagar. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush,
McKinstry, Lenzo, and Gernert-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to enter into agreement with EMH&T
for the design, project bidding, and construction management for the Summit Road, south of
Broad Street, pavement reclamation and repair project in an amount not to exceed $45,000.
Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Triplett, Brush, McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert, and Sagar-yes.
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Sagar made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to advertise for bids for the Summit
Road south pavement repair and reclamation project and to enter into a construction contract
with the lowest and best bidder. Seconded by Gernert. Roll Call: Brush, McKinstry, Lenzo,
Gernert, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion authorizing the City administrator to go out to bid to construct a sanitary
sewer system for The Oaks OEPA Mandated Sanitary Sewer Project. Seconded by Sagar. Roll
Call: McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion passed.

Triplett made a motion authorizing the City Administrator to enter into a settlement agreement
regarding the 2007 Water Treatment Plant #2 Brine Tank collapse. Seconded by McKinstry.
Roll Call: McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared
the motion passed.

Brush made a motion to confirm that the Power Show is a City sponsored event. Seconded by
Gernert. Roll Call: Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, and McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher
declared the motion passed.



McKinstry made a motion to approve the June 2010 check register. Seconded by Sagar. Roll
Call: Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, McKinstry, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the
motion passed.

Sagar made a motion to authorize the City Administrator to investigate funding opportunities and
submit application for funding if feasible to the Ohio Department of Transportation Review
Advisory Council (TRAC) for a rail spur to serve the City’s Job Ready Site (JRS) project.
Seconded by McKinstry. Discussion was regarding that this would be subject to the JEDD and
the City Income Tax. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, McKinstry, Lenzo, and Gernert-yes.
Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Additional Citizens Comments

Kay Cameron, Scott Starzyk, and Mike Fox provided public comments and these comments are
available by audio recording through the Office of the Clerk of Council.

Brush expressed condolences to the Stoffel family and his appreciation of the service to the City
by Mr. King and Mr. Stoffel.

Lenzo thanked Mrs. Triplett for her efforts in organizing the appointment process. Lenzo
suggested some type of recognition of Mr. King’s service to the City be considered. He offered
his condolences to the Stoffel family.

Roll Call: Brush, McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared
the motion passed.

Triplett made a motion to accept the resignation of Mr. Gernert from the Planning and Zoning
Commission. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert, Sagar, Triplett, and
Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.

Sagar also expressed her appreciation of the service to the City by Mr. King and Mr. Stoffel.
She also supported the suggestion by Mr. Boland of an Executive Committee for the Power
Show.

Gernert noted that Mr. King will certainly be missed and expressed his appreciation of Mr.
King’s service to the City. He also thanked Council for the opportunity to serve the citizens of
the 3" Ward.

Brush made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: McKinstry, Lenzo, Gernert,
Sagar, Triplett, and Brush-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
