Lead-Based Paint Hazards:
Table G-4, above, shows the estimated number of units with lead based paint, or lead based paint hazards in Pataskala. It was prepared using methodology and proportional factors provided by the Ohio Department of Development instructions.  

While in 2000, the estimated number of units with lead based paint was under one-third the total, this proportion will decline when factoring in the number of newer housing units that have been built since 2000.  Lead based paint was outlawed for use in house paint in 1978, so it is assumed to not be present or a hazard in homes built after that time.

The table reflects the amount of growth that occurred within the community after 1960, so that the number of homes built prior to 1940 is about 1/3 of the number built after 1960, and about 1152 total that probably contain lead based paint. Since some of those units have been well maintained or renovated so as to remove lead based paint, the proportion of occupied units with lead based paint hazards is estimated to be much lower, 296 total, or 7.5% of the housing in 2000.  Just over 1/3 of those are estimated to be occupied by LMI households, with an estimated 75 occupied by low income owners, and 42 occupied by low income renters.
The Ohio Department of Health’s web site (www.odh.ohio.gov/healthStats/disease/lead/lead1.aspx) has selected City and County data on children tested and blood lead levels.  Cities with more than 500 children tested in the previous year are listed. In 2008, no EBL children were identified in Pataskala (see attached map from OHCP).   In 2007 Licking County had a total of 6 EBL children, and all 6 were from the City of Newark. In 2006 Licking County reported a total of 14 EBL children, and all of these were also from the City of Newark.  Therefore, for these two years, it appears that no EBL children were identified in Pataskala, and it would appear the incidence  of EBL children in Pataskala has been low.  Nonetheless, the fact that a number of homes exist with lead based paint and lead paint hazards, presents a danger to area children that live or may someday live in these structures.  Furthermore, Center for Disease Control studies show that low income children are disproportionately affected by lead poisoning and are more likely to live in pre-1978 housing (117 estimated units in Pataskala per Table G-4 above).
