Section G4 points out the increased probability that low to moderate income renters will live in substandard housing, and their increased risk of lead based paint hazards. At this time, the City has no property maintenance code, having had one overturned by referendum in 2008. As such there is limited chance for a rental rehabilitation program to be successful.  The greatest proportion of renters in the City are to be found in the low income (30%-50% of area median income) and have therefore been ranked as a moderate need.
