Strategy Narrative:




Housing rehabilitation is the cornerstone of the CHIP program in Pataskala. Our aging housing stock is most likely to be occupied by elderly or lower income residents and thus these two income groups have been identified as the primary beneficiaries. The community’s oldest housing is likely to have multiple repair needs which only a comprehensive rehabilitation approach can adequately address.  The age of this housing stock indicates that we might expect to encounter some homes with lead hazards that will also have to be mitigated to protect children in the home.
The implementation schedule is based on units that can be completed with successful funding of future grant cycles. By the time this cycle is completed, the results of the 2010 Census should be available, and the CHIS (or the planning effort that is to replace it) will need to be updated for the community.
