
Brush made a motion to approve the renewal applications for Agricultural Districts submitted by 
Garry L. & Wanda F. Taylor, Helen Mantor Trustee, and Barbara J. & James R. Thorson Co­
Trustees. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, 
Brush, and King-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Brush expressed concerns with the Finding of Facts and the quality of decisions by the Board of 
Zoning Appeals. 

Brush made a motion to accept the resignation of Grace Franklin from the Charter review 
Commission. Seconded by McKinstry. Roll Call: McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, 
Brush, King, and Lenzo-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Mayor Butcher suggested that we look at the rules set in place for that board. 

King suggested taking this matter to the workshop for discussion. 

McKinstry made a motion to appoint Sarah Widrig to the Charter Review Commission. 
Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call: Raybourne, Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, and 
McKinstry-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed. 

McKinstry expressed concern for the Oaks residents and suggested continuing the discussion at a 
Finance Committee Meeting. 

Lenzo asked for a response to the Oaks letter from the City Administration and suggested 
including further discussion at the Workshop. 

Lenzo suggested a closer relationship with the School Boards and possibly considering a liaison 
to those boards. 

Lenzo expressed his support for Mr. Raybourne. 

Triplett also expressed support for Mr. Raybourne. 

Triplett agreed that the Finding of Facts form is poorly written and suggested that Mr. Hurst and 
Mrs. Harris take a look at that and make recommendations. 

Sagar expressed support for Mr. Raybourne. 

Raybourne expressed his thanks for the Council members' support and explained that the 
evening of the Executive Session his wife had just had surgery that day and was home with three 
children. 

King made a motion to go into Executive Session pursuant to Ohio Revised Code section 
121.22(G) (3), for a conference with an attorney, for the public body, concerning disputes 



involving the public body that are the subject of pending or imminent court action. Seconded by 
Brush. Roll Call: Sagar, Triplett, Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, and Rayboume-yes. Mayor 
Butcher declared the motion passed. 

Council entered into Executive Session at 9:06 PM. 

King made a motion to come out of Executive Session. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Triplett, 
Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, and Sagar-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion 
passed. 

Council returned to open session at 9:28 PM. 

Brush made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by King. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, 
Raybourne, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
