
CITY OF PATASKALA 

COUNCIL STUDY SESSION 

March 8, 2010 

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in study session on March 8, 2010 at 6:30 PM at City 
Hall located at 621 W. Broad Street. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, Raybourne, 
Sagar, and Triplett-present. Mayor Stephen 1. Butcher presiding and Law Director Rufus B. 
Hurst were present. 

Tim Boland, City Administrator gave a brief review and update on the Oaks OEPA Mandated 
Sanitary Sewer Assessment Project. 

Mayor Butcher called for comments from the Oaks residents. Lynn Nichols and Scott Starzyk 
provided comments an audio recording of these comments are available through the Office of the 
Clerk of Council. 

Scott Starzyk presented a letter to Council dated March 8, 2009 outlining the time line of the 
sequence of events that have led to the project, the resident's concerns relating to engineering 
costs, ethics related to communication by W.E. Stilson Consulting related to the project, as well 
as a proposed cap of $1 0,000. 

Jennifer Frommer apologized for the comment and explained her frustrations on occasion when 
her ethics is called into question. 

Mr. Boland explained that every effort is being made to keep the costs as low as possible and to 
treat the residents with respect. 

April Bott expressed concern that part time inspection was being considered to off set the 
overages in resident coordination and inquired who would be providing inspection from the city 
and their qualifications. Ms. Bott questioned if it would be billed as a lump sum or hourly. 

Ms. Frommer explained that the lump sum could be broke down. 

Mr. Boland explained that the focus has been on outreach with the residents. 

Mayor Butcher addressed the financial constraints of the City and noted that some of the duties 
that used to be accomplished by staff are currently referred to the engineers. 



Triplett made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Raybourne. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, 
McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
