
CITY OF PATASKALA 

COUNCIL WORKSHOP 

March 15,2010 

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in Workshop Session on March 15,2010 at 6:30 PM at 
City Hall located at 621 W. Broad Street. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, McKinstry, 
Raybourne, Sagar, and Triplett present. Mayor Stephen 1. Butcher presiding and Law Director 
Rufus B. Hurst were present. 

Tim Boland, City Administrator addressed Council regarding his Administrator's Report and 
introduced Jeni Ashbrook, Chairman of the Parks and Recreation Advisory Board. Jeni 
Ashbrook introduced Courtney Reams of the Licking Heights Youth Association who gave an 
update on the Challenger Program. 

Rufus Hurst expressed some concerns that the City is being asked to make a long term 
commitment when we do not have a long term commitment from the Foundation. 

Triplett asked if the funding was secured. Ms. Reams indicated that it was. Triplett asked that 
Ms. Reams provide a more detailed accounting. 

Mr. Boland asked what the time frame was for construction. Ms. Reams indicated they could 
break ground as early as April. 

Sagar expressed her support. 

Lenzo recognized the Parks and Recreation Board and the Licking Heights Youth Association 
for their efforts. 

Mr. Boland indicated that the Administration and the Law Department will need to work quickly. 

Mr. Boland introduced Frank Harman who addressed Council regarding the anticipated increases 
in Health Insurance costs. 

Mr. Boland reported that the Safety Committee and Finance Committee had met and 
recommended funding for 15 police officers. 

Triplett expressed that she was reluctant to include a percentage in the legislation and explained 
the need for flexibility. 



Mr. Boland gave an update on the Oaks Sanitary Sewer Project and the Oak's request for a 
$10,000.00 cap. Mr. Boland expressed that this is a difficult project, that infrastructure is 
expensive, and recommended taking advantage of the current bidding climate. 

Council expressed their concerns for the residents and noted the City's current financial
 
condition.
 

Mr. Boland indicated that he hoped to apply for some grant funding.
 

Mr. Hurst explained the City's cost share requirement is a minimum of2%.
 

King indicated that he was not comfortable with any caps until the project is complete.
 

McKinstry expressed her concern with part time inspection. Mr. Boland shared her concerns.
 

Lenzo expressed concern for the impact on these families.
 

Mr. Boland addressed the policy for opening and closing the gates at Foundation Park.
 
Raybourne, Lenzo, and Brush expressed a desire for the gates to be open.
 

Mr. Boland noted that the trash collection contract was coming up soon.
 

Lenzo expressed support for a standard process for all appointments.
 

King made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Brush. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo,
 
McKinstry, Raybourne, Sagar, and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
