COUNCIL WORKSHOP 

May 10,2010 

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in Workshop Session on May 10,2010 at 6:30 PM at 
City Hall located at 621 W. Broad Street. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, Sagar, and Triplett 
present. McKinstry and Raybourne were absent. Mayor Stephen 1. Butcher presiding and Law 
Director Rufus B. Hurst were present. 

Tim Boland, City Administrator introduced .Tenifer Frommer from W.E. Stilson Consulting 
Group. Ms Frommer reviewed the Utility Study Update.
 

Rufus Hurst inquired about how potential well field sites are selected and how we go about
 
protecting those areas.
 

Jenifer Frommer explained that hydrologists provide that infonnation.
 

Mayor Butcher inquired about the causes for the lost water. Jenifer Frommer explained this is
 
probably due to some not being metered and due to faulty meters.
 

Mayor Butcher inquired about the rate increase. Ms. Frommer explained the issues facing the
 
City and how that has contributed to position the City now faces.
 

Mayor Butcher inquired about the critical situations facing the City such as the railroad track
 
area and Beechwood Trails. Ms. Frommer explained that this is included in the Study.
 

Mayor Butcher noted he was shocked at the storm sewer rating of fair.
 

Jenifer Frommer explained that the City is well prepared to expand their service area with
 
regards to water.
 

Jason Carr noted the need to setup a debt reserve and also the need for contingencies.
 

Brush asked Ms. Frommer to explain figures pertaining to current demands. Ms. Frommer
 
explained that they looked at future growth out to 30 years.
 

Boland noted that the 161-310 corridors are very important to the City.
 

Brush noted the 1999 Study with regards to an up-ground reservoir. Ms Frommer explained
 



these were very expensive. Brush explained further that this was to serve the JRS Site and would 
not be fore drinking water. 

Brush noted receiving a proposed draft for potential changes to Council's Rules of Order from 
the Law Director. Brush explained that he felt there should at least be a standardized form and 
possible background check. 

Lenzo agreed. 

King made a motion to adjourn. Seconded by Triplett. Roll Call: Brush, King, Lenzo, Sagar, 
and Triplett-yes. Mayor Butcher declared the motion passed.
