
CITY OF PATASKALA 

COUNCIL WORKSHOP 

July 12,2010 

The Council of the City of Pataskala met in Workshop Session on July 12,2010 at 6:30 PM at 
City Hall located at 621 W. Broad Street. Roll Call: Brush, Gernert, Lenzo, McKinstry, and 
Sagar- present. Triplett was absent. Mayor Stephen 1. Butcher presiding and Law Director 
Rufus B. Hurst were present. 

Tim Boland, City Administrator called upon Dianne Harris, Planning Director to introduce Kurt 
Keljo, MORPC Blacklick Watershed Coordinator. Mr. Keljo explained the Blacklick Watershed 
Action Plan to Council. 

Nancy Reger, MORPC Deputy Director of Transportation presented the results of the Regional 
Survey and identified the draft goals for the Regional Plan. 

Tim Boland gave an update on the Utility and Rate Study and anticipated this going to Council 
in late July or early August. 

Mr. Boland announced there are two openings on the Oaks Assessment Equalization Board and 
that he is working with the Clerk to create a list of possible candidates. Mr. Boland encouraged 
Council to bring names forward. 

Mr. Boland reported on possible funding options for the Summit Road reconstruction project as 
well as the Courter Road Bridge and also reported there would be a bid opening for street light 
repairs this Wednesday. 

Mr. Boland gave an update on his and the Planning Director's efforts to retain existing 
businesses and to encourage expansion efforts. 

Mr. Boland explained how the city web site was a virtual City Hall and his plans for a Facebook 
page to be used as a bulletin board to reach out to the public. 

Sagar noted that the cable station needed some updating. Gernert encouraged better use of the 
cable station. 

Mayor Butcher addressed his plans for an Income Tax Ad Hoc Review Committee. 

Lenzo expressed his thoughts on a retreat to consider various expectations of committee 
meetings and workshop meetings. He also suggested the appointment process be discussed. 



McKinstry explained how she felt that some of the committee meetings seem redundant.
 

Mayor Butcher suggested a workshop or a special meeting in August after we have a full Council
