ORDINANCE NO. 2010 - 3964 

Passed March 22, 2010 

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING THE ALLOCATION OF INCOME 
TAX COLLECTIONS RECEIVED BY THE CITY OF PATASKALA 
PURSUANT TO ORDINANCE 2010-3959 

WHEREAS, Council has adopted Ordinance 2010-3959 enacting Chapter 171 of the Pataskala 
Codified Ordinances establishing a one percent (1.0%) income tax, and 

WHEREAS, Council finds it necessary to allocate income tax collections received by the City 
of Pataskala to ensure the safety and welfare of its citizens; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Chapter 171.18 of the City of Pataskala Codified Ordinances money 
shall be deposited in the General Fund and disbursed in the following order: (a) Such part 
thereof as shall be necessary to defray all costs of collecting the taxes and the cost of 
administering and enforcing the provisions hereof and (b) All remaining moneys collected under 
the provisions of this chapter shall be used for general municipal operations, maintenance, 
equipment and capital improvements as Council shall annually determine. 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF
 
PATASKALA, COUNTY OF LICKING, STATE OF OHIO, AND A MAJORITY OF
 

THE MEMBERS ELECTED THERETO CONCURRING THAT:
 

SECTION ONE. This Council hereby directs 75 % of income tax collections received be 
recorded in a Police Fund, &% shall be recorded in a Street Fund. These allocation percentages 
shall be effective commencing July 1,2010 and expiring on December 31,2011. 

SECTION TWO. This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time provided by the laws of 
the State of Ohio and the Charter of the City of Pataskala.
