ORDINANCE NO. 2010 - 3965

AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 921.02(d) 
OF THE CODIFIED ORDINANCES 

WHEREAS, Section 921.02(d) of the Codified Ordinances currently includes an owner 
requirement to "install suitable toilet facilities therein, and to connect such facilities directly with 
the proper public sewer in accordance with the provisions ofthis chapter, within 360 daysjrom 
the date ofthe official notice to do so, prOVided that said public sewer is within fifty feet ofthe 
property line"; and 

WHEREAS, City Engineers have recommended to Council that the fifty feet designation be 
amended to reflect current engineering and constructions parameters and cost factors; and 

WHEREAS, Council has determined to accept the recommendation of the City Engineers and 
Administration as to this matter 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED, BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PATASKALA, LICKING COUNTY, OHIO, A MAJORITY OF ALL MEMBERS 
ELECTED THERETO CONCURRING: 

SECTION ONE: Section 921.02(d) is amended by removing the reference therein to "fifty 
feet" replacing such reference to "two-hundred, 200), feet as follows: 

(d)	 The owner of all houses, buildings or properties used for human occupancy, 
employment, recreation or other purpose, situated in the City and abutting on 
any street, alley or right of way, or easement in which there is now located or 
may in the future be located a public sanitary or combined sewer of the City is 
hereby required at his expense, to install suitable toilet facilities therein, and to 
connect such facilities directly with the proper public sewer in accordance with 
the provisions of this chapter, within 360 days from the date of the official 
notice to do so, provided that said public sewer is within two-hundred, (200), 
feet of an occupied structure on the property. 



SECTION TWO. This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time provided by the laws of 
the State of Ohio and the Charter of the City of Pataskala.
