
(b) Adoption of Attachment A- Policies for Escrow Release. 

Section 5: Any owner of property, any named insured or any Insuring Agent who violates 
this Ordinance shall be subject to a penalty of up to $1,000.00 per violation. 

Section 6: The provisions of this Ordinance shall be severable and, if any of the provisions 
hereof shall be held to be invalid or unenforceable, the remaining provisions of this Ordinance 
shall remain in effect. 

Section 7: All ordinances or parts of ordinances conflicting with any of the provisions of this 
Ordinance are hereby repealed in so far as same affects this Ordinance. 

Section 8: This Ordinance shall become effective from and after the earliest period 
allowed by law.

ATTACHMENT A.
 

POLICIES FOR ESCROW RELEASE
 

1.	 In all cases of a fire loss where an escrow is require pursuant to the City of Pataskala Fire Loss Ordinance, the 

following shall apply: 

A Demolition Permit must be acquired prior to site cleanup commencing.a. 
b.	 All delinquent real estate taxes shall be paid from the Escrow account prior to any release of funds to 

the insured. 

2.	 In cases where the property owner and/or insured does NOT intend to rebuild the structure, the following shall 

apply: 

The securing and removal of hazards shall return the property to its natural state and includes, but is a. 
not limited to, sealing of well(s) in accordance with the Licking County Health Department, filling or 

removal of sewage tanks, removal of fuel tanks, removal of all debris, landscaping and planting to 

prevent erosion and restore damaged street trees, and filling of below grade foundations. 

If the loss was to a primary residence on the property, all accessory buildings must also be removed. b. 
Escrow funds shall be released following inspection by the City that the site has been satisfactorilyc. 
cleaned up and secured in accordance with this Policy and the terms of the Demolition permit, and 

upon approval by motion of the Council of the City of Pataskala. 

3.	 In cases where the property owner and/or insured intends to repair or replace the structure, the following shall 

apply: 

The securing and removal of hazards shall include the removal of all debris in accordance with the a. 
terms of the Demolition Permit. 

b.	 A partial release of escrow funds may be approved following satisfactory clean-up of the site and 

issuance of a building permit for repair or rebuilding, and upon approval by Motion of the City Council. 

The amount of a partial escrow release shall include the cost of the site cleanup and various
C. 

incidentals, but shall not be in an amount that will preclude the remaining escrow funds to cover the 

securing of the site as outlined in Item 2. In most cases, the minimum amount of funds to be retained 

in escrow will be $5,000.00. 

d.	 Final release of all escrow funds shall occur following issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy and 

upon approval by Motion of the Council of the City of Pataskala.
