AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO EXECUTE AN
 
AGREEMENT FOR PARTICIPATION WITH THE REGIONAL INCOME TAX
 

AGENCY (RITA) FOR SERVICES RELATING TO THE ADMINSTRATION,
 
ENFORCEMENT AND COLLECTION OF THE CITY OF PATASKALA INCOME
 

T AX, AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY.
 

WHEREAS, a Regional Council of Governments established pursuant to Chapter 167 of the 
Ohio Revised Code and known as the Regional Income Tax Agency (RITA) has provided 
income tax administration, enforcement and collection services to communities in Ohio; and 

WHEREAS, the City has determined that it does not have adequate staffing to conduct income 
tax administration, enforcement, and collection services; and 

WHEREAS, the City believes that obtaining income tax administration, enforcement, and 
collection services from RITA as an experienced agency will be of benefit to the City and its 
citizens; and 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PATASKALA, COUNTY OF LICKING, STATE OF OHIO, A TWO-THIRDS 
MAJORITY OF THE MEMBERS ELECTED THERETO CONCURRING THAT: 

SECTION ONE; The City Administrator is hereby authorized to execute on behalf of the City 
an Agreement for Participation in a Regional Council of Governments, being known as the 
Regional Income Tax Agency (RITA) for the purpose of obtaining the services of RITA to 
administer, enforce, and collect pursuant to the City of Pataskala Income Tax Ordinance. 

SECTION TWO: This Ordinance is hereby declared an emergency measure immediately 
necessary for the preservation of the public peace, health and safety of the inhabitants of the City 
of Pataskala in order to provide for income tax administration, enforcement, and collection 
services from Regional Income Tax Agency as an experienced agency.
