
ORDINANCE NO. 2010-3985 

Passed July 20, 2010 

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR TO 
MAKE APPLICATION FOR AND COMPLETE ALL NECESSARY 
DOCUMENTS TO SECURE A LOAN IN AN AMOUNT NOT TO 
EXCEED $315,000 FROM THE OHIO DEPARTMENT OF 
TRANSPORTATION, STATE INFRASTRUCTURE BANK TO FINANCE 
THE SUMMIT ROAD CONSTRUCTION PROJECT WITHIN THE CITY 
OF PATASKALA AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY. 

WHEREAS, the City of Pataskala, by virtue of the laws of the State of Ohio IS 

authorized and empowered to issue its obligations to finance capital improvements, and 

WHEREAS, the Director of Transportation (the Director) of the State of Ohio on behalf 
of the Ohio Department of Transportation, State Infrastructure Bank, has agreed to make a loan 
(the Loan) to the City in an amount not to exceed $315,000 for the purpose of paving a portion of 
Summit Road. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PATASKALA, COUNTY OF LICKING, STATE OF OHIO; A MAJORITY OF THE 
MEMBERS CONCURRING THAT: 

Section 1. The City Administrator is authorized to make application for and complete all 
necessary documents to borrow an amount not to exceed $315,000 from the Ohio Department of 
Transportation, State Infrastructure Bank to pay for the Summit Road construction project. 

Section 2. This Ordinance is hereby declared to be an emergency measure necessary for the 
immediate preservation of the public health, peace, safety, and general welfare of the citizens of 
Pataskala. Emergency passage is necessary to finance emergency repairs to a portion of Summit 
Road. This Ordinance shall take effect at the earliest time provided by the laws of the State of 
Ohio and the Charter of the City of Pataskala.
