AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE CITY ADMINISTRATOR 
AND/OR HIS DESIGNEE TO PREPARE AND SUBMIT AN APPLICATION 
FOR FUNDING UNDER THE MID-OHIO REGIONAL PLANNING 
ATTRIBUTABLE FUNDING PROGRAM(S) FOR OHIO DEPARTMENT 
OF TRANSPORTATION (ODOT) SURFACE TRANSPORTATION (STP) 
AND CONGESTION MITIGATION/AIR QUALITY (CMAQ) FUNDS, FOR 
THE PURPOSE OF REPAIRING AND WIDENING STATE ROUTE 310 
SOUTH OF MILL STREET TO AUTHORIZE THE CITY 
ADMINISTRATOR TO ENTER INTO CONTRACTS AND AGREEMENTS 
FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF SAID GRANT FUNDS, TO SOLICIT 
BIDS FOR THE PROJECT AND TO ACCEPT THE LOWEST AND BEST 
BIDS RECIEVED. 

WHEREAS, the Mid-Ohio Regional Planning Attributable Funding Programs For Ohio 
Department of Transportation (ODOT), Surface Transportation Program (STP) and Congestion 
Mitigation!Air Quality (CMAQ) Funds, both provide financial assistance to political 
subdivisions for capital improvements to public infrastructure, and 

WHEREAS, The City of Pataskala is planning to make capital improvements to State Route 310, 
south of Mill Street, and is eligible to apply for these monies and be selected for funding, and 

WHEREAS, the infrastructure improvement herein described is considered to be a priority need 
for the community and is a qualified project under the ODOT/MORPC Attributable Funding 
STP and CMAQ programs, 

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
PATASKALA, COUNTY OF LICKING, STATE OF OH 0; A MAJORITY OF THE 
MEMBERS ELECTED THERETO CONCURRING THAT: 
SECTION ONE: The City Administrator and/or his designee is hereby authorized to prepare 
and submit an application request to MORPC for funds as described above. 

SECTION TWO: The City Administrator and/or his designee is further authorized to accept 
this financial assistance on behalf of the City and to enter into any agreements as may be 
necessary and appropriate for obtaining this financial assistance. 

SECTION THREE: Upon successful funding, the City Administrator and/or his designee is 
further authorized to place the project for public bid. 



SECTION FOUR: The City Administrator and/or his designee is further authorized accept the 
lowest and best bid for the project and to enter into a contract(s) with the proposer of the lowest 
and best bid. 

SECTION FIVE: The City of Pataskala commits to maintenance of all facilities, equipment, or 
other funded activity upon project completion. 

SECTION SIX: This Ordinance shall become effective upon the earliest date allowed by the 
Charter of the City of Pataskala and the laws of the State of Ohio.
