A RESOLUTION APPROVING THE CITY OF PATASKALA 
FISCAL YEAR 2010 COMMUNITY HOUSING IMPROVEMENT PROGRAM 

(CHIP) APPLICATION 

WHEREAS, The City of Pataskala is a unit of government that possesses the legal authority 
to apply for Small Cities Community Housing Improvement Program (CHIP) funds available 
through the State of Ohio, authorized under the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, 
as amended, and the Cranston-Gonzalez National Affordable Housing Act: and 

WHEREAS, the City of Pataskala has housing and community development needs that can 
be improved and alleviated with State assistance; 

WHEREAS, the City of Pataskala is eligible for up to $550,000 in FY 2010 Community 
Housing Improvement Program Funds (CHIP), which is a competitive program, and the final 
amount depending upon available funding, 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF CITY OF 
PATASKALA, LICKING COUNTY, OHIO, THE MAJORlTY OF MEMBERS CONCURRlNG, 
THAT: 

Section 1: The FY 2010, Community Housing Improvement Program is hereby approved 
and Timothy M. Boland, City Administrator, is hereby authOlized and directed to submit the City's 
program application to the Ohio Department of Development, including all certifications, 
understandings and assurances therein on or before the due date of April 1,2010. 

Section 2: Timothy M. Boland, City Administrator, is to be the designated agent of the 
program in connection with the application and is authorized to execute all agreements in 
conjunction with the FY 2010 CHIP Program, including those for consultant administrative services 
and program agreements with the Ohio Department of Development. 

Section 3: The proposed program will include the following activities: 
a) Ov,'I1er Home Repair; 
b) Private Ov.'ller Housing Rehabilitation; 
c) New Construction- in partnership with Habitat for Humanity of Licking County; 
limit of $20,000 per unit toward materials 
d) Soft costs (implementation) for each activity 
e) General Program Administration; included in grant costs 



Section 4: This Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period 
allowed by law.
