A RESOLUTION TO ADOPT A RESIDENTIAL ANTI-DISPLACEMENT AND 
RELOCATION ASSISTANCE PLAN 

IN THE CITY OF PATASKALA 

WHEREAS, the City of Pataskala wishes to participate in Federally funded grant programs 
administered by the Ohio Department of Development; and 

WHEREAS, the United States Congress has adopted a national policy to prevent, within 
Constitutional limitations, the loss of occupiable dwelling units that had been available to or 
occupied by low-and moderate- income households; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF CITY OF 
PATASKALA, LICKING COUNTY, OHIO, THE MAJORITY OF MEMBERS 
CONCURRING, THAT: 

Section 1: The City of Pataskala agrees that: 

1.	 The City of Pataskala will replace all occupied and vacant occupiable low- and 
moderate-income dwelling units if demolished or converted to a use other than low- and 
moderate-income housing as a direct result of activities assisted with funds provided 
under the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, as amended, and as 
described in 24 CFR 570.488. HUD regulations have extended this requirement to the 
HOME program as well. 

2.	 All replacement housing will be provided within three years of the commencement of the 
demolition or rehabilitation relating to conversion. Before obligating or expending funds 
that will directly result in demolition or conversion, the City of Pataskala will make 
public and submit to the Office of Housing and Community Partnerships (OHCP) the 
following information in writing: 

a. A description of the proposed assisted activity; 

b. The location of each site on a map and the number of dwelling units by bedroom 
size that will be demolished or converted to a use other than as low- and moderate­
income dwelling units as a direct result of the assisted activity; 



c. A time schedule for the commencement and completion of the demolition or 
conversion; 

d. The general location on a map and approximate number of dwelling units by 
bedroom size that will be provided as replacement dwelling units; 

e. The source of funding and a time schedule for the provision of replacement 
dwelling units; 

f. The basis for concluding that each replacement dwelling unit will remain a low-
and moderate-income unit for at least 10 years for the date of initial occupancy; 

g. An analysis determining whether a dwelling unit proposed to be demolished is 
occupiable or not; and 

h. An analysis determining whether a dwelling unit proposed to be demolished or 
converted is considered a low- and moderate-income unit. 

No demolition or conversion of such units may occur until the City has obtained approval 
of the determination of whether the unit is occupiable, and the relocation benefits and 
replacement housing that will be provided in such case. 

Section 2: The City of Pataskala will: 

1.	 Provide relocation assistance, as described in 24 CFR 570.488, to each low- and 
moderate-income household displaced by the demolition of housing or conversion 
of a low- and moderate-income dwelling to another use as a direct result of 
assisted activities. 

2.	 Consistent with the goals and objectives under the Act, the City of Pataskala 
agrees to provide substantial levels of assistance to persons displaced by HUD­
assisted programs and will further seek to minimize displacement of persons as a 
result of assisted activities. 

Section 3: This Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest 
period allowed by law.
