A RESOLUTION TO PROMOTE EQUAL HOUSING OPPORTUNITY
 
IN THE CITY OF PATASKALA
 

WHEREAS, The City of Pataskala includes people of a diverse range etlmicity, creed, 
gender, religious affiliation, handicap, familial status, age and national origin; and 

WHEREAS, the City of Pataskala promotes the principles of equal rights and equal 
opportunity for all its citizens; 

WHEREAS, the United States Congress has adopted a national policy to provide, within 
Constitutional limitations, for Fair Housing throughout our country; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE COUNCIL OF CITY OF 
PATASKALA, LICKING COUNTY, OHIO, THE MAJORlTY OF MEMBERS CONCURRlNG, 
THAT: 

Section 1: Policy 
That it is hereby to be the policy of the City of Pataskala to do all things necessary and proper to 
secure for all its citizens their right to equal housing opportunities, regardless of their race, color, 
creed, sex, marital stahlS, religious belief, national origin, age, handicap, or familial status. 

Section 2: Fair Housing Program 
That the City of Pataskala will implement a Fair Housing outreach and training program to inform 
its citizens, business and real estate community of their rights and obligations under Federal Equal 
Opportunity Law related to housing and housing services. The scope of this resolution shall apply 
to all housing located within the territorial limits of the City of Pataskala. 

Section 3: Fair Housing Coordinator 
For so long as the City of Pataskala self administers Federal Programs, the City designates the City 
Planning and Zoning Director as the Fair Housing Coordinator. The Fair Housing Coordinator 
shall; 

•	 Actively provide for training and education about laws against housing discrimination; and 
•	 Collect, screen and perform limited investigations of housing discrimination complaints as 

well as refer such complaints to the Ohio Civil Rights Commission and / or the U.S. 
Department of Housing and Urban Development as appropriate. 

•	 Shall maintain records of all complaints received. 
•	 Shall establish a written Procedures and Enforcement Policy to govern the intake, 

investigation and subsequent referral if needed of Fair Housing complaints. 



•	 Shall coordinate with Licking County, so long as Licking County Planning Commission 
administers any of the City's Federal Programs, in updating the planning document known 
as the Licking County Analysis of Impediments to Fair Housing with current information 
pertaining to Fair Housing in Pataskala. 

The City may from time to time contract with a qualified contractor to perform all or some of the 
duties listed above under the direction of the Fair Housing Coordinator, and subject to City 
contracting procedures. 

Section 4: Other Legal Action 
Nothing contained in this resolution shall prevent any person from exercising any right or seeking 
any remedy to which he/she might othervvise be entitled or from filing any complaint with any other 
agency or court of law or equity. 

Section 5: Severability 
Sections and subsections of this resolution and the several parts and provisions thereof are hereby 
declared to be independent sections, subsections, parts and provisions, and the holding of any such 
section, subsection, part, or provision thereof to be unconstitutional, void, or ineffective for any 
cause, shall not affect nor render invalid any other such section, subsection, part or provisions 
thereof. 

Section 6: This Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period 
allowed by law.
