


Section 3: The Park and Recreation Board is directed to utilize appropriate documentation
and agreements as determined by the Law Director to effectuate various levels of participation in
the adopt-a-park program with due regard and deference to other existing agreements applicable
to various park properties including but not limited to recreation agreements, lease commitments
and the overall mission of the parks to be open and available for all citizens of the community.

Section 4: The Park and Recreation Board is to make such periodic reports to this Body has

may be determined to be appropriate regarding the status of this program with such reporting to
take place on not less than annual basis.

Section 5: This Resolution shall take effect and be in force from and after the earliest period
allowed by law.
